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FOREWORD

The Second Book of Commandments contains the Word of the LORD received at
various intervals from early 1961 to the present date. It is given through the
identical gift and pattern of bringing forth the written oracles of God, to which
Joseph Smith and other early Mormon prophets were appointed. The same gift
was provided also to ancient Israelite prophets such as Moses, Isaiah, Nephi,
Moroni, John the Revelator, etc.

For this generation the LORD chose as His Prophet a man from the tribe of
Ephraim, who is an elias called to cry repentance before the coming calamities,
and to prepare the way for the coming of a latter-day "Moses" who will establish
political Israel, or "Zion" as the present Gentile nations collapse.

The Second Book of Commandments has begun to identify racial features of the
Israelite tribes and their assignments in Zion. This heralds in the beginning of the
latter-day gathering and re-establishment of the LORD's covenant people as
prophesied in Deuteronomy 30; Isaiah 2, 11; Jeremiah 31; 3 Nephi 16, 21; etc.

The coming Zion will be set up four-square, and consist of, first, the Kingdom of
God, which is the political arm; secondly, the School of the Prophets, which is the
educational arm; thirdly, the United Order, which is the economic arm; and
fourthly, the Church of Christ, which is the missionary arm.

Until the present governments are fallen, The Second Book of Commandments
shows that the LORD will continue to work through the church He set up among
the Gentiles--the Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints. In many ways,
however, this church has been polluted by the proud Gentiles which dominate it
(as prophesied in Mormon 8:36-38) and the gift to receive the written Oracles of
the LORD has been taken from among them for over 100 years in accordance to
the principle found in D&C 43:9-10. Without the gift, the promises with the gift are
also taken away. Thus, the prophesied latter-day shift from Gentile to Israel has
begun! (3 Nephi 16:7-13; 1 Nephi 13:42)

Those in the LORD's church, or anyone, who feels that the Spirit of Truth has led
them to this book should read it prayerfully, and be wise in their response to it. It
IS not the purpose of United Order Publications, in presenting this book to the
world, to ridicule or criticize the church, or any of its leaders. The revelations in
this book prove that it is the church of Jesus Christ, set up through Joseph Smith,
a true prophet of Israel.

These revelations should be an inspiration to those who read them to live closer
to God, and to keep His commandments more perfectly.
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The following Sections P through 22 were
published in 1968 (without verse numbers)
as The Book of Onias. This book is in many
Western US and Canadian Libraries.

PREFACE REVELATION

Received March 30, 1965
At Wellington, Utah

Behold I say unto you, all ye nations of the earth, yea all
who come within the sound of My voice, for | perceive
the thoughts and intents of all men, and they are surely
known unto Me, for there is no prayer that is not
considered, nor is their a curse that is hidden.

2 To these all, | say unto you repent, for the Kingdom of
Heaven is nigh at hand. To those who are members of
My church, and particularly the leaders of My church, |
also say unto you repent, for you now ignore and have
ignored My servants whom | have sent.

3 You ignore the wailings of the widows and orphans
who pray continually upon Me for deliverance, and you
place upon them burdens that ye yourself would not be
willing to bear, and then condemn them for their
actions if they do err.

4 Behold | say unto you, that their sins shall be counted
upon your heads, and when ye stand before Me, ye shall
have no excuse, for My gospel is plainly written so that
even a child can therein understand.

5 But by some device of mind ye excuse yourselves,
saying that such things are done away with.

6 Behold | say unto you, | detract none of My law, and
to those who know and understand and live not, they
are under condemnation, and shall be made to answer
before My judgment at that day appointed.

7 Behold, have | not said concerning those whose
spouses have committed adultery and who have been
true and faithful, that they shall be given to him that
hath not committed adultery, but hath been faithful?
For thus it is decreed that the faithful be made ruler
over many.

8 Behold | say unto you, do ye do this? | say unto you
nay; and many other things ye do not that | have
commanded, supposing that they are not now necessary.

9 But | say unto you, that this is My law so that the
innocent may not suffer, for a man by nature will take
care of his own, but hesitates to take care of that which
to him does not belong.

10 Yea, ye use as your excuse that the law of the land
forbids this. Behold, | say unto you, it is not the law that
ye fear, but the persecution that follows those that keep
all My commandments.

11 Behold My servant Joseph Smith, whom ye do now
claim as a prophet, and do honor him in his rightful
place, behold I say unto you, that he feared not men and
continually petitioned the unrighteous judge to seek
justice and redress for the wrongs done to My people
and to those he loved.

12 And now | command that ye shall continually seek
the rectification of the law of this land to the end that
My saints can keep all My commandments according to
the law, and if they hear not thy petition and allow
them not to keep My commandments-- and ye do all in
your power to bring this about-- then | shall fight your
battles, and then shall this rebellious nation be
destroyed as My will shall decree.

13 But if ye keep not My commandments, and seek not
to bring about My will concerning this nation, behold it
is because ye fear men, and esteem the world of greater
worth than My kingdom, and to be carnally minded is
death, for thus it is to be carnally minded.

14 Behold My Servant whom | have sent is but dung,
and for this reason ye esteem him not, but for this
reason | use those that are weak and not learned in the
ways of men, for if a man comes in his wisdom, ye shall
say it is of man, for by his wisdom he doth obtain this
knowledge; but if | send one who is not learned, behold,
ye cannot say by his own wisdom he doeth this thing,
then is it not of God?

15 Behold, I do send My servant, and in him | do place
My Spirit; and by his weaknesses he is made strong, for
without them | cannot convince My people.

16 Where do ye stand then My friends? For ye still
remain My friends until ye openly rebel against Me, for
now is the time to repent, and thy sins shall be forgiven
thee, and by My Spirit shall the truth of these things be
made manifest; and by this Spirit, if ye remain faithful,
ye shall know the truth of all things.

17 Dwell not upon the things of this earth, but upon
heavenly things that thy soul may be lifted up unto the
understanding of a higher knowledge.

18 Be not despondent but encouraged! Fight for that
which ye know to be right, and be not afraid. Courage,
onward to a victory that shall culminate in lives
everlasting to your eternal glory for evermore!

19 Let thy minds be pure so that My Spirit may dwell
within thee, and let thy hands be clean and free from
the shedding of innocent blood, for this is an
unpardonable sin which resulted in My servant David
in losing his portion of My kingdom.

20 Be as serpents wise, and doves innocent. Be perfect
in all things, and heed the counsel of My servants.

Even so, Amen.

SECTION 1

The First Revelation to The Prophet
Received February or March, 1961
At Spruce Grove, Alberta, Canada

Thus saith the Lord God: Not until the church again
lives the New and Everlasting Covenant as revealed to
them in plainness by My servant the Prophet Joseph
Smith, and verified from time to time by others of My
holy prophets, will | instruct and guide this church with
further enlightenment.
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2 For if ye will not receive the word ye have, what
profit will it be if | reveal more to you? For you will
treat it as naught and trample it under your feet.

3 Repent therefore, both the sheep and the shepherd,
and | will reveal more of the mysteries of My kingdom,
for 1 will give here a little and there a little, line upon
line, and precept upon precept, if ye will have it, until
you have all truth and are able to stand in My presence.
4 For My word is as a refiner's fire, dividing the evil
from the good, and sharper than a two-edged sword
dividing asunder both bone and marrow.

5 Repent therefore! Come unto Me, all ye that are
heavy laden and | will give you rest.

6 Call upon My name both day and night and repent of
your many iniquities, and | will forgive you, and you
will again be acceptable as My church.

7 For there are many among you, even of your leaders,
and those who call themselves your leaders, who are not
acceptable in My sight, for they do corrupt the right
ways of the LORD, and do pervert My doctrines which |
have so plainly revealed to you in the Book of Mormon
and the Doctrine and Covenants.

8 This they do because they have not the Spirit, and
seek after the glory of the world and not My glory, for |
see their works, and know their acts, and they are not of
Me, and | have not sent them.

9 Repent therefore, and come unto Me, and learn of My
ways and | will be your shepherd and ye will be My
sheep. Amen.

10 (And again that same afternoon, shortly after.)
11 Thus saith the LORD: Woe unto them that seek to
hide their counsel from the LORD, who pervert the ways
of the LORD, and by their many words flatter many
away on forbidden paths, saying that sin is not sin.

12 To turn away the widows and orphans: | say unto
you, is this not sin? Ye know that it is, but you excuse
yourselves saying, "We are busy doing the LORD's
work."

13 | say unto you, is this not the LORD's work, to feed
the widows and the orphans?

14 Woe unto the bishops of My church who deny the
poor, for they shall be accountable before Me when they
stand before My judgment, and unless they speedily
repent they shall be cast off.

15 Marvel not how these revelations come, for My
ways are strange ways, and not after the understanding
of men; and | use the small and contemptible things of
the world to bring to pass My marvelous works, for they
shall be brought forth even in spite of the wicked.

16 | have sent My Servant for this purpose, for is he not
contemptible and is esteemed as naught among his
brethren?

17 Ask Me if these things are not of Me. Have | not
said, seek and ye shall find, knock and it shall be opened
unto you?

18 But | say unto you, there are many who seek after a
sign, but signs shall follow those that believe, and ye
shall know them by their works.

Amen.

SECTION 2

Revelation received May 9th, 1961
At Spruce Grove, Alberta, Canada

Thus saith the LORD: Behold the time is now ripe and
nigh at hand when the land of Missouri will be
reclaimed from the wicked and be given to My saints.
Yea, those who are pure in heart shall have an
inheritance therein.

2 Let those who have much wealth impart unto the
church their monies to purchase an inheritance in Zion;
and let those who have much wealth impart it unto the
poor so that they may also obtain equal inheritance in
Zion, for thus it behooveth Me.

3 This I lay as a commandment, and woe unto those
who covet their wealth and will not impart it unto the
poor, for their inheritance will be taken from them.

4 When properties are put up for sale by the
inhabitants of Independence and the surrounding
countries let chosen elders, ones who are trustworthy,
purchase these properties; and by this means the lands
of their inheritance, even Zion, shall gradually be
reclaimed from the wicked.

5 This must be done according to the commandments |
have given you, even in My book, the Doctrine and
Covenants, obeying the laws of the land in all things
pertaining to this matter.

6 Let not those who are wicked know of these matters
lest the adversary take hold of their hearts and make a
stumbling block for My saints.

7 All those who pay a full tithe, whether rich or poor,
and who keep all My commandments are worthy to
have an inheritance in Zion, and this is how they shall
be chosen.

8 However, widows and those destitute and who are
living My commandments are exempt, and may receive
an inheritance.

Even so, Amen.

9 Woe unto them that mock My servant, for they shall
be naught. 1 know his faults and they are many;
however, | do not use the wise things of the world to
bring to pass My marvelous works, but use the small
and contemptible things, yea, even those things that
men despise and esteem as naught.

10 Let My Servant move as seemeth him good, for |
have not called him to any other calling except to
receive Mine oracles--therefore let his mind be at peace.
11 Nevertheless, let him beware of his weaknesses lest
the adversary tempt him and he be overcome.

12 Do not at this time send this revelation to My
servant the President of My church, even David O.
McKay, for he pondereth these things you have sent him
in his mind; and | say this unto you so you may have a
witness that | know his thoughts and doings, and this is
the witness ye have asked of Me. Therefore be content
for the present.

Even so, Amen.
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SECTION 3

Revelation received July 16th, 1961
At Spruce Grove, Alberta, Canada

There is a way that man may speak to God, and if he is
worthy he shall receive it.
[Also the following the same day:]

2 Thus saith the LORD, ye have not chosen Me but |
have chosen thee to be a prophet unto this people;
therefore, why murmur thee and concern thyself over
this matter?

3 Know ye not that | choose the contemptible things of
this earth, yea even those things that the world
despiseth?

4 Nevertheless thou hast sinned, and unless thou
speedily repenteth, the adversary desireth thy soul, for
he delighteth in the sins of men and rejoiceth in their
iniquities.

5 Humble thyself, and seek not to exalt thyself above
others, and | shall make thee strong, yea, even | will
place My Spirit in thee, that thou may reveal greater
things unto this people, yea even the hidden things I
have kept hidden from the foundation of the world, yea
even until this time.

6 Yea, | showed them unto others of My holy prophets,
yea, even did | show them unto Joseph Smith, but the
world was not ready to receive them, so | commanded
him to restrain himself that he would not reveal it unto
the people at that time, for they were not yet ready to
receive these things, for they would have been a
stumbling block to them, yea, even they would have
fallen because of them, for their minds were not yet
prepared, neither were they wholly cleansed from the
darkness that covered their eyes.

7 Hear ye, O My people of My church! Know ye not
that | am God, and reveal all My truths in Mine own
due time?

8 Know ye not that | have power to summon the seas,
and mountains shall come from their midst?

9 Know ye not that | have power to summon the great
mountains and they shall become the bottom of the
ocean?

10 Know ye not that | shall gather Mine elect from the
four quarters of the earth, yea, and they shall assemble
themselves in Zion, and a great shout of joy shall go
forth unto the ends of the earth, yea, and all shall hear
the shout and know that | am Lord, yea even thy God,;
yea and none shall stay their hand, and they shall be as
a devouring fire, yea even as stubble is burned by fire so
shall they devour the wicked by fire.

11 Yea, and there shall go a decree forth out of Heaven
that every knee shall bow and every tongue shall
confess that Jesus is the LORD, the Savior of the world,
yea, even Jehovah the Mighty One of Israel who shall
come out of heaven to the inhabitants of the earth to
reign a thousand years.

12 Yea, | say unto you, even Jesus Christ your
Redeemer, that the time is nigh at hand, even at the
door for all things to be fulfilled.

13 Yea, | have trodden the winepress alone and now
My wrath is full, yea, even will | pour out My
vengeance upon the wicked for they are nigh ripened in
iniquity, yea they do all kinds of abominations and
wickedness, and their hearts are so hard that My word
has no place in them.

14 Nevertheless, there are many among them who yet
can be brought into My fold.

15 Therefore, thrust in your sickle with all your might,
yea, even from early in the morning until your laying
down at night, and ye shall not lose your reward.

16 However, many of you are not prepared, for you are
as the foolish virgins, for they had no fuel for their
lamps and were left when the bridegroom came.

17 Therefore repent! even now, and humble thyself,
even to the earth.

18 Seek after knowledge and wisdom, for you have
dissipated away your talents, and now there is little time
left.

19 The harvest is now ripe, yea, even the kernels do fall
from the ear, yea, and many do join the church of their
own free will, having no elders to teach them.

20 The harvest is great, but the laborers are few. Yea,
many are called, but few are chosen.

21 Why are they not chosen? Because they dissipate
away their time and do not study diligently My gospel.

22 Yea, for their father is the world, and unless ye
leave this world ye have no part of Me.

23 O Father, that | may shout Thy praise above the
stars, and shout praises to Thee forever!

24 Yea, for thou hast again restored Thy gospel, and
brought forth again Thy word!

25 O that | could shout with the voice of Gabriel, for he
did shout, and the walls of Heaven shook!

26 Hear ye, hear ye, all ye nations of the earth, repent
for the Kingdom of Heaven is at hand!

27 A prophet, O ye people, has restored the gospel, yea,
even in its fullness, yea, and angels have spoken from
Cumorah!

28 The Priesthood has been restored, bringing with it
the New and Everlasting Covenant that we on earth may
again enter into God's presence!

29 Hear all ye nations of the earth, for the LORD
reigneth, and He only is our God! Amen.

SECTION 4

Revelation received August 27, 1961
At Spruce Grove, Alberta, Canada

Show not these revelations unto the wicked, for they
shall destroy thee.

2 These revelations are given to the righteous only, for
their benefit, that they may learn doctrine and become
more perfect before Me.

Amen.
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SECTION 5

Revelation received September 16, 1961
At Spruce Grove, Alberta, Canada

Thus saith the LORD: As | have commanded before, |
will command again, that unless the people of My
church live the New and Everlasting Covenant of

Marriage as | have commanded them in My book the
Doctrine and Covenants, even in its fullness, they
cannot enter into the land of their inheritance, even
Independence, Missouri, and the regions round about.

2 This | have commanded many times, but ye have not
yet repented of this sin which ye have committed, and
ye have been damned, even that your eternal progress
has been stopped.

3 And for this reason | have not given unto you further
revelation, for ye were not able to stand even that which
ye had.

4 For | am a just God, and | give here a little, and there
a little, line upon line, precept upon precept, until ye
have all My words and are able to stand in My presence.

5 Nevertheless, it was expedient for a time that ye
should refrain from entering into this covenant that the
church be not overthrown by its enemies.

6 Yea, but now Mine enemies, and also your enemies
shall have no more power over thee, for they shall be
confused, and their arms shall be raised in contention
with their brethren, even that they will contend one
with another unto their final destruction.

7 Ye shall not move forward any faster than ye are
able, and all things shall be done in order, even as |
have commanded.

8 For there have been many false prophets in My
church who have heaped upon this people many false
doctrines, yea, but their false prophecies shall be made
known, and they shall be confounded and cast out.

9 Yea, for they secretly sought to bring destruction to
My church and they did teach these things that they
might be lifted up in the eyes of men, yea, for they did
esteem more the glory of men rather than the glory of
God.

10 And they shall be cast out and not enter into My rest
which | have preserved for the righteous.

11 Neither shall those who withhold their tithe enter
into My rest, for they have not sufficient faith, and their
faith is evidenced by their works, and their works are
not pleasing in My sight; therefore, they shall be cast off
at the last day if they do not speedily repent.

12 Neither shall those who do not keep all My
commandments enter into My rest, for there are_many
in the church who are lifted up in the pride of their
hearts, and do esteem themselves greater than their
brethren, even to oppressing them in little matters.

13 And there are many in My church who seek after
offices, even that they would fain buy their offices with
flattery and great speaking.

14 And I will reveal these unto you that they may be
cast out, for ye shall not spare, nor fear what man can
do, for if ye live My commandments and have My Spirit

ye cannot be confounded, neither can ye be killed nor
slain.

15 Now | speak unto those that call themselves the
leaders of My church, for ye have not altogether heeded
My words that | have given through My servant, and ye
have esteemed them as naught.

16 Also, ye have feared them lest they be true, and ye
have not followed Mine instruction in that | said, Seek
and ye shall find, knock and it shall be opened unto
you.

17 Yea, and unless ye heed these words ye shall be cast
off, for | have chosen already others to take your place,
yea, for at My word | can raise up of these stones, seed
unto Abraham your father, who is My faithful servant;
for he shall not lose the promise which | have made to
him, in that through his seed all kingdoms of the earth
shall be blessed.

18 For if ye heed not the words which | have given, |
will withdraw My Spirit from among you, and ye shall
have no power, and ye shall be as other men; yea ye
shall stumble in your words and your tongue shall
cleave to the roof of your mouth, and your words shall
be as babbling--and then shall ye know that | am God;
and unless ye speedily repent ye shall be cast off, even
as | have before promised.

19 For ye shall be as the Pharisees and hypocrites, yea,
for they cast out the prophets and stoned them to death.

20 Yea, but I am well pleased with My servant Hugh B.
Brown, for | know his thoughts and the intents of his
heart, and they are pure before Me; and he shall be a
shaft in My hand, yea, even a polished shaft to the
confounding of the wicked.

21 Yea, and | command him that he will refrain from
that which hath been given him, for not at any time
have | commanded that there shall be more than three
in the Presidency of My church, for this is confusion
unto Me.

22 | know also the thoughts and intents of My servant
Mark E. Petersen, for he is a choice spirit unto Me, and |
am well pleased with him, and he has repented of the
pride which was in his heart for which I am well
pleased.

23 For he has prayed much unto Me concerning these
matters, and My Spirit has spoken oft to him, yea, he
shall not lose his reward.

24 Yea, and many others there be in the presidency of
My church who are faithful, and do diligently seek after
the truth, and look forward faithfully to that which is to
come.

25 But I am not well pleased with My servant Henry D.
Moyle, for he is lifted up in the pride of his heart, and
his thoughts are not altogether right before Me.

26 For he doteth upon his riches, yea, and his heart is
set upon them, yea, for is it not harder for a rich man to
enter into My kingdom than for a camel to go through
the eye of a needle?

27 Nevertheless, if he gives all he has to the poor, then
can he be saved.

28 Yea, | am not well pleased with My servant David O.
McKay, even the President of My church, for he has
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done things which | have not commanded and hath
feared men.

29 Nevertheless, he shall soon be in My presence to
account for his deeds.

30 | say unto all nations, yea, and even all those who
call themselves after My name, to repent, for the
Kingdom of Heaven is at hand! And the time soon
cometh when the Son of Man, even your Savior Jesus
Christ, doth come to reign as King of kings, and Lord of
lords, yea, and woe unto them who are unable to
withstand His coming, for they shall be as stubble.

31 | say unto My Servant that he repent of all his sins,
for no sin is acceptable in My sight, and all evil is an
abomination to Me; nevertheless, his righteous desires
are acceptable before Me, and they shall all be fulfilled
in Mine own due time.

SECTION 6

Revelation received November 19, 1961
At Creston, British Columbia, Canada

Show not these things | have revealed unto thee to My
servant (Radomach), for he is rebellious and has not
kept all My commandments.

2 Nevertheless, because of his many grievous afflictions
I have supported him.

3 Be patient, for thou art lacking in this matter.

4 | do all things in Mine own due time, and it is not
necessary for thee to show these things unto any others
than thou hast, for these things shall be given to the
world in Mine own due time.

SECTION 7

Revelation received December 1961
At Creston, British Columbia, Canada

Fear not, for | am with thee, for all that | have told thee
will surely come to pass, for those things | have not told
thee, that are not My word, shall not come to pass, for
thou hast sinned in that thou hast assumed things that |
have not said; therefore repent, and write only those
things that I command, otherwise thou shall be
destroyed.

2 The adversary tempteth thee, and seeketh thy soul.
Beware lest ye be overcome.

3 My vengeance is about to be poured out upon all
nations, yea, even some of the destruction | have
promised is about to be poured out upon the earth
without measure.

SECTION 8

Revelation received January 24, 1962
At Creston, British Columbia, Canada

The question you asked was this: "What is meant by t-ble
scripture, even Chapter six of Moroni and Verse one?"

2 When | showed Myself at that time to the Nephites
after My resurrection, there was no true organization
existing on this the American continent resembling My
church.

3 For there was such great wickedness upon the face of
the earth before My coming that the church set up by
My servant Alma was taken from among men.

4 However, there were many of those not destroyed at
that time who still held their Priesthood and had not
sinned sufficiently to have their Priesthood taken from
them.

5 For this reason, they were not destroyed and survived
the great desolation, which destruction came at the time
of My death at Jerusalem.

6 These men therefore, to enter into My kingdom,
which is the Church of Jesus Christ, had to be baptized,
and had to show forth fruit meet for repentance in that
they had repented of their unbelief.

7 And when they had done this, they were baptized and
received the Holy Ghost. However, they did not again
have to be ordained to the Priesthood, for they had
already been given this.

8 Whenever there has been sufficient righteousness
upon the earth, | have tried to establish My church
among the children of men.

9 But oft they have not understood, and My church has
been taken from among them.

10 But My Priesthood has remained, and My servants
whom | have chosen, even the prophets, have exhorted
the people to repentance.

11 And when the people have rejected their
prophesying, the Priesthood has been taken from among
men.

12 And then falleth destruction, yea, even the total
destruction which fell upon the Nephites, for they
willingly rebelled against Me, and were conscious of the
evil they were committing, even unto their
condemnation.

13 For My Spirit will not always strive with the
children of men, for My Spirit can act only when men
are willing.

14 Nevertheless, | chastise those whom | love that they
may be brought down into the depths of humility,
whereby they may come before Me with a broken heart
and a contrite spirit, and know the true love of God.

15 But when men's hearts become so hard that they
reject My word, even when they are chastised, they are
beyond feeling, and My Spirit can no longer strive with
them, and then they are nigh ripe for destruction.

16 Repent therefore, all ye ends of the earth, that ye
may be spared at the last day, for that day speedily
cometh, and the signs and wonders which | have
promised have already begun to come to pass.
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17 And the third of the host of heaven, yea, even those
who were cast out, even the adversary and his angels,
and those who choose compulsion, are raging in the
hearts of men, yea, even taking possession of their
bodies, causing them to commit all types of heinous
crimes and sins.

18 For they know that their time is short, and that they
have but little time left.

1-Behold, elders, priests, and teachers were baptized;
and they were not baptized save they brought forth fruit
meet that they were worthy of it." Moroni 6:1

19 For they shall be cast into outer darkness that they
may no longer be able to tempt men, yea, even for a
thousand years.

20 Then they shall be let loose for a short season to
gather their armies, and then shall the end come.

21 Show these things not unto the wicked, for they are
like swine and will trample these pearls under their feet
and turn and rend thee.

22 Nevertheless, send the things that thou hast chosen
to the person called Hope, for in the past she has done
much good, but now has become surrounded in sin, and
has accepted as truth that which is evil, and has not
asked Me if these things be true.

23 For she hath been led astray by that evil one who
seeks to destroy all My works and bring confusion and
strife among My people.

24 For he seeks to destroy the things of God, yea, he
lays in wait and catches the unwary and those who are
weak in the church.

25 For he delighteth in sin and his joy is in confusion.
26 Nevertheless, thou hast grieved the Spirit in this
thing, for ye seek to become great in the eyes of men.

27 Repent of this wickedness lest thou be destroyed.

28 Humble yourself before Me that | may reveal many
great and marvelous things that have beforehand not
come unto the children of men because of their
wickedness.

29 And their wickedness is that of unbelief, and they
live not the commandments that | place before them,
and do trample them under their feet and esteem them
not.

30 Oh how oft | would have gathered ye as a hen
gathereth her chicks under her wing, but ye would not!
31 Ye are a stiffnecked people and have been from the
beginning and have not diligently sought Me in all
matters, but have gone on in your own wisdom,
ignoring the instructions that have been given thee to
your own condemnation.

32 For have | not instructed thee to ask and it shall be
opened unto thee, seek and ye shall find?

33 Seek after wisdom and knowledge, for they are most
precious gifts.

34 Seek not for that which doth cancer the soul, for it
rendeth and breaketh into pieces and hence it is good
for nothing, and must be cast aside and be as dung.

35 Hearken, O ye servants of the LORD, even the
Presidency of My church, for ye have a responsibility
laid upon you to all of the saints who have accepted My

gospel and do diligently seek to keep My
commandments.

SECTION 9

Revelation received March 7 and 11, 1962
At Creston, British Columbia, Canada

Hearken O ye elders of My church and listen to Him
who is above you all, and knoweth all your desires and
intents, for they are all laid before Me by the power of
My Spirit.

2 Yea, even hearken unto the voice of your Redeemer
and Savior Jesus Christ. For all the things that | have
decreed will be made manifest and shall surely come to
pass.

3 For My word is as a refiner's fire, separating the good
from the evil, and sharper than a two-edged sword,
dividing asunder both bone and marrow.

4 Repent, | say unto you repent, for the Kingdom of
Heaven is nigh at hand, yea, even at the doors.

5 Take therefore My laws for your protection, for
houses of stone, nor armor, nor towers, nor pits will
protect the wicked from My judgment.

6 For neighbor shall take up sword against neighbor,
and they shall fall upon each other in anger, and town
shall be against town, and city against city, and state
against state, and country against country, and the
righteous must needs flee to Zion and to those places
appointed.

7 Hearken O ye elders of My church, yea, even the
presiding High Council of My church, yea, and even
they who call themselves the First Presidency. Gird up
your loins round about yourselves and seek counsel
from Me.

8 Beware lest ye stumble and fall and others take your
place, for ye are nigh ready for destruction, for ye seek
My voice in the high places and thy words come back to
thee as brass.

9 Beware even the President of My church, even David
O. McKay, for he pretendeth revelation, but he doth
know and | your Savior know he receiveth no
revelation.

10 He receiveth inspiration to guide My church, and
this for the sake of the righteous, for My house will not
be left desolate.

11 For | will raise up one mighty and strong among
you, having the scepter of justice in his hand, who shall
grind in pieces all those who would oppose My work,
for the prayer of the righteous shall not go unheeded.

12 Yea, | have commanded and My commandments
have gone unheeded, and the pattern is being followed
as of those in olden times who heeded not the prophet's
warning and were destroyed, for great wickedness
reigneth in the city that is called Salt Lake and all the
cities and communities round about.
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13 Nevertheless, there are many who are pure in heart

among them, and many do please Me greatly for their
righteous acts and thoughts.

14 They do send up a sweet savor to the Lord of
Sabaoth, which interpreted means Creator of the First
Day.

15 And thus | command My servants, the Presidency of
My church, that they repent of their unbelief and
humble themselves before Me and keep My
commandments.

16 For | command them that they shall appoint a
committee, yea, even as seemeth them good, wise men
and just, and seek redress through the laws of this
country to reclaim the lands of Zion from the wicked.

17 For much of this land was purchased by the saints at
the time of My servant, even Joseph Smith, and they
were driven contrary to the laws of the land, even from
their inheritance.

18 Yea, even search all the old records and deeds, and
place them before the courts of this country, and My
Spirit will be with them, that they may lay bare the
wrongs done to My servants that all may see.

19 Then if the judges and those that are placed in
authority, even your rulers, do not admit these wrongs
and restore the lands and properties that rightfully
belong to My saints, then | will utterly destroy them
from off the face of the earth that they no longer stand
in the path of righteousness.

20 | command also that another committee be set up of
wise and just men, even as seemeth ye good, to search
out again the records, notes, and proceedings against
the church concerning the Temple Lot suit, in which the
property dedicated by My servants, even at the time of
the Prophet Joseph Smith, was given into the hands of
an apostate group, even the ground of the temple which
shall be established in this generation if ye shall keep
My commandments.

21 And ye shall not fear men and what they can do, but
ye shall fear God, for the sons of men put heavy burdens
upon your shoulders, grievous to be borne, but My yoke
is easy and leadeth to peaceful pastures, yea, even
Eternal Lives.

22 And ye shall lay bare before the leaders of this
country the wrongs done in this matter, and if they
admit not these wrongs, and restore not unto My saints
their rightful inheritance, | shall destroy them from off
the face of the earth.

23 And this I lay as a commandment that ye do these
things, and seek no more the glory of the world, but My
glory.

24 Otherwise, ye have no promise and your inheritance
shall be given unto others, for My word shall not be
mocked.

25 And if the leaders of this nation restore not unto you
these properties, and ye do all in your power, laying the
facts before the courts of this land, then I shall utterly
destroy this nation, for it puffeth itself up in the eyes of
all the world, saying, "Who is like unto the United
States? Behold, her mighty munitions, behold her
chariots and towers and many great and spacious
buildings."

26 Behold | say unto you, unless she repenteth of her
wickedness she shall be destroyed, and her great cities
wherewith she boasteth of shall become heaps and none
shall be able to dwell therein.

27 And | shall send famine and pestilence among her
like as she has never heard, and then shall they know
that | am the LORD, and reward every man according as
his works shall be.

Even so, Amen.

SECTION 10

Revelation received April 7, 1962
At Creston, British Columbia, Canada

This | lay as a commandment: Prepare yourself to move;
let your affairs be in order; pay your debts; and if it so
be that thou art worthy--for thou hast sinned in a
grievous manner before Me--it shall be given unto thee
that thou wilt be made great among thy brethren.

2 However, repent of this thing in sackcloth and ashes
that thou may be pure before Me to receive Mine
oracles as they shall be given unto you.

3 Teach not if ye have not the Holy Ghost, for without
this utterance thou art as dross.

4 Be patient in all things and exercise thy faith in all
that thou doest that thy light shall shine before men that
they may see your good works and glorify your Father
who is in heaven.

5 Be diligent in all that thou doest that thou may not be
counted a sluggard.

6 Attend to thy duties both at home and in church that
all thy works may be perfect before Me.

7 Prepare thyself for offices in the church that will call
upon all thy resources.

8 Pray always that thou will not be led into temptation
and faint.

9 Gird up thy loins about thee and be ever prepared for
that which is to come.

10 Trouble yourself not about Mammon, for thou shalt
have sufficient for thy needs.

11 Teach thy children the peaceable things of the
kingdom, for they are choice spirits having the seed of
Israel.

12 Thou art a chosen vessel unto Me, and if thou wilt
have it, thou wilt do many things to prepare this people
for My coming.

13 Be content for the present and keep My
commandments as | have commanded thee.

Even so, Amen.
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SECTION 11

Revelation received July 30, 1962
At Creston, British Columbia, Canada

Ye have not kept My commandments wherein |
commanded you to show these things to none other
than to those you had already shown them to, and
because of this ye had lost your gift for a time.

2 For all things | command, | command for a purpose,
and if men do not what | say they have no promise, and
this | do to try men to see if they are worthy to receive
the gifts that | will bestow upon them.

3 Ye have asked Me several times if the revelations ye
have received from Me are true.

4 When My Spirit came upon you this night, you
prayed immediately to Me and asked Me if the spirit
was true; and you prayed in this manner:

5 "O Father in Heaven, even the Father of My Spirit, |
beseech Thee in the name of Thy Son Jesus Christ, and
ask Thee if this spirit which I have received is true; and
if it is Thy Spirit, | ask Thee in the name of Thy Son Jesus
Christ that it may tarry with me, and if it be not of Thee,
O God the Eternal Father, | command in the name of
Thy Son Jesus Christ that it depart far from me."

6 And in this manner ye have asked Me and ye know
that the Spirit hath remained with thee, and it is
contrary to the order of heaven to lie, therefore ye have
tried the spirits and ye know from which source they
came.

7 Therefore ye know of a surety that these things are
true, and so shall ye know the truth of all things if ye
will be faithful to keep all My commandments.

8 Fear not to keep My commandments. Fear not men,
for they can afflict you in body, but fear rather that
which can rob thee of thy spirit, for the adversary
desireth it mightily and seeks to entangle thee in his
snare to secure ye fast and bind you with the fetters of
sin and claim you his own.

9 O beware, O beware of the power of the adversary,
for a gaping, yawning pit awaiteth those that serve him,
a pit of anguish and an awful looking forward to the
judgments of God, and a perfect knowledge of one's
guilt, wherein there is weeping and wailing and
gnashing of teeth.

10 And this | have shown to some but immediately
closed the scene from their vision lest they be consumed
with sorrow.

11 O that men may see the error of their ways and be
converted and turn to Me their Savior with full purpose
of heart, that they may dwell with Me in the presence of
the Father forever.

SECTION 12

Revelation received September 27, 1962
At Creston, British Columbia, Canada

Behold I say unto you at this time: Be of good cheer, for
those whom | call I chastise and try, lest when the battle
is at its height they fall.

2 Ye have been tried, and yet will be tried, for | prove
all who would come unto Me.

3 Behold and give ear and strive diligently to keep the
commandments that | have given you.

4 Strive to pay thy debts that thou hast accumulated
against My instructions, and if thou wilt strive with all
thy might thou wilt be blessed to this end.

5 Pray always and faint not.

6 Murmur not at thy afflictions, for they teach thee
wisdom.

7 Know ye not that when ye serve Me the whole world
is against you? For the world lieth in sin and even those
of thy brethren shall revile against thee; and there will
be those who shall even seek thy life.

8 Study those things that ye have been given and be not
negligent in thy duties.

9 This is all for the present.

SECTION 13

Revelation received August 12, 1962
At Creston, British Columbia, Canada

Ye have asked Me what ye should do with the
revelations ye have received.

2 Behold | say unto you, inasmuch as ye have prepared
them in the manner ye have, | now command you to
place them in a safe place until ye receive further
instructions from Me.

3 Do not at any time place these in the hands of the
wicked, for they shall turn and rend thee and cause thee
much affliction.

4 Again thou art tempted to become great in the eyes of
thy brethren, and because ye have heeded the adversary
in his temptings in the past it has caused you much
affliction of soul.

5 Do therefore what | command and heed not men, so
that | may use thee as My servant, and that thou may be
instructed more perfectly in doctrine; otherwise thou
shalt be cast off and another take thy place.

6 Behold, | say unto you that there is but one appointed
at this time to receive revelations from Me, and this | do
that confusion reigneth not.

7 But | appoint many as prophets who testify of the
truth of these things, for the testimony of Jesus Christ is
the Spirit of Prophecy; for whoso hath a testimony of Me
hath received of My Spirit and knoweth of a surety that
these things are true.

8 Therefore, thou art chosen.
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9 Prepare thyself by study and prayer, calling upon the
name of God continually that thou will not be
overcome.

SECTION 14

Revelation received January 17, 1963
At Creston, British Columbia, Canada

Behold | say unto you at this time, prepare the works ye
have received at diverse times.

2 Prepare them for printing, even by study and
diligence, and by inspiration that it may be an
acceptable work unto Me, and thou shalt do the work
thyself, by thine own hand, and ways and means shall
be provided that thou mayest be able to accomplish this
work if thou do it with all diligence.

3 Yea, and there are many things that thou desireth to
know which ye shall surely obtain knowledge of if thou
art diligent, but because of weaknesses | am
constrained, and | cannot reveal these things unto you
at this time lest thou fall and be overcome.

4 Prove thyself in all things and be not despondent, for
I am with thee and surely watching over thee that thou
be not destroyed before thou hast accomplished the
things | command and will require of thee if thou art
diligent.

5 Behold | say unto thee, thou art desirous of another
wife, which thing is pleasing in My sight, but thy
garments are not yet fully clean and on occasion thou
dost list to the temptings of the adversary.

6 Prepare thyself more fully for this, for this is in
fulfillment of the commandments | have given to the
children of men, which if they keep in holiness their
reward shall be great.

7 Behold | say unto you, because My church has not
lived this commandment and have feared men rather
than their God, behold | say unto you, they have been
damned, even that | have given unto them no further
enlightenment, for they trample that which they have
under their feet, esteeming the wisdom of men as more
worth than the wisdom of their God, saying boldly that
God no longer requires this of them, for they seek the
praise of the world, and are ashamed of the holy
covenants of God.

8 And it was because of their fear and much
complaining that the fullness of the gospel, even the
New and Everlasting Covenant in its fullness was taken
from among them.

9 Therefore, | command the leaders of My church to
exercise the authority they have in them, even the
sealing powers, to bind on earth as in heaven, even in
their fullness.

10 Even then shall | again speak to them face to face
and My curse shall be taken from them, for by My word
I am bound.

11 But behold | say unto thee, that if they reject this
commandment which | have given through My servant,
then shall they know My vengeance, saith the LORD.

12 For My house shall be clean, and even by the power
of My word | shall do it, even all that | have spoken of
this matter.

Even so, Amen.

13 Behold | say unto you, prepare thyself to move and
seek suitable employment in the United States, and | will
bless you in this matter, even that thou will be able to
provide for thy family.

14 Prepare thyself for important things to come.

15 Write again to that person called Hope, for she has
begun to repent of the evil she has committed and even,
if she will have it, she will help thee in the preparation
of this material, even for its printing.

16 Write unto her even as | shall dictate, and this | lay
as a commandment.

Even so, Amen.

SECTION 15

Revelation received March 1963
At Price, Utah

Thy sins are forgiven thee if thou truly repent and
prepare these things as | have asked.

2 Seek not for positions in My church as the wicked do,
so they may be seen of men, but let thy influence be felt
for good wherever you are and whatever your task may
be so that you may bring many into My church.

3 For this is your calling, that you may call repentance
unto this nation and cause many to repent of their sins
and turn again unto Me.

4 This is all for the present. Amen.

SECTION 16

Revelation received March 31, 1963
At Price, Utah

Behold I say unto you, as ye have prepared this work for
printing and ye have prepared it even in your weakness,
this | say unto you.

2 Send all three copies that thou hast typewritten to My
servant, even Joseph Fielding Smith, even the President
of the presiding High Council, even the Quorum of the
Twelve Apostles.

3 This is a commandment that | give unto you, which if
ye do, ye shall be blessed.

4 Behold | say unto you, | will do unto Hope as seemeth
Me good as she has not done as | commanded her, and
has returned to her gods, which are the gods of mystery
and confusion.

5 | say unto you, instruct My servant, even Joseph
Fielding Smith, that he shall gather the other eleven that
have been chosen as Mine apostles that they study these
things that thou hast written, and that they should call
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upon Me in united prayer and ask Me, their Savior, if
these things are not of Me.

6 And if they shall do this with sincere hearts, having
faith in Christ, they shall know the truth of these things
by the power of the Holy Ghost, for | shall manifest it
unto them by this power, and they shall test the spirits
lest they be deceived.

7 And behold | say unto thee, if they art faithful in
doing this, an angel shall appear unto them as a witness
that these things are true, and this angel shall be sent
from My presence, and they shall test him as | have
commanded in My book, the Doctrine and Covenants.

8 Howbeit, he hath not a message until they have
thoroughly repented of their sins.

9 This | command and make known unto thee.

Even so, Amen.

SECTION 17

Revelation received August 25, 1963
At Price, Utah

Behold | say unto you, now is the time that false gods
will abound in the earth, and false prophets will be
raised up in multitudes to deceive and confuse the
people.

2 Be not deceived, for | have not rejected My church,
but many of those who call themselves leaders of My
church | have already rejected, even that they no longer
have their authority, and have lost even what they had
through iniquity.

3 Behold, | command the leaders of My church to
repent of their sins, for they esteem the glory of the
world of more worth than My glory, and seek the praise
of men for their good works rather than humble
themselves before Me and seek My counsel.

4 They praise not Me for their gifts and talents and
riches, but think that by their own works they have
achieved these treasures.

5 Behold | say unto you, that unless they repent they
shall be less than dross, for their gifts shall be returned
unto Him who gave them, their talents shall deteriorate
and their riches shall melt away; and then shall the dog
return to his vomit, and the end shall be worse than the
first, and their end from their beginning.

6 Behold, ye have My witness, ye have My law, ye have
the means of determining right from wrong, ye have the
keys to determine truth from error, ye are left without
excuse. Even so, Amen.
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SECTION 18

Revelation received November 23, 1964
And Thereafter as Designated
At Wellington, Utah

Behold | say unto you, even your Savior, saying with a
loud voice, fear God and give glory to Him.

2 For the time soon cometh when | shall come to
govern My people, yea, even the pure in heart shall hear
My voice and shall clap their hands with joy, knowing
their rest shall be glorious.

3 Yea, even | give unto you a revelation, yea, even to
the leaders of My church, yea, even that they will cringe
with fear and quake with fright, those that heed not My
commandments.

4 For the truth pierceth to the heart and maketh bare
the wound, and the wicked rage to hear it.

5 Behold, | say unto you that ye covenant with Me that
ye will keep the law as contained in the revelations
received by My servant Joseph, even in the book the
Doctrine and Covenants of My church.

6 Behold | say unto you, ye keep them not, and ye
devise ways and means whereby ye excuse yourselves of
these most sacred of covenants [December 13, 1964]
and ye seek continually to please the world, thinking
only of the immediate rewards.

7 But ye neglect the weightier matters which bring
salvation to the soul, and which bring rewards eternal.

8 Repent even now, for ye shall not stand at the last
day.

9 [December 6, 1964] Behold | say unto you, the
leaders of My church, ye have distorted the truth of My
gospel and have changed and set up offices in My
church which are an abomination unto Me.

10 And ye have appointed work and responsibilities of
some which belong to another.

11 And ye have gone on in your own ways thinking
that ye are wiser than God.

12 Behold | say unto you, listen and give ear and hear
wisdom from your Savior and be not deceived.

13 Behold, ye have set up offices in the church called
assistants to the Quorum of the Twelve Apostles.

14 Behold, ye have received no commandment from
Me to set up such an office, for such an office is not
after the order of heaven, which church, if it is to be My
church, and named after My name, must be in the
pattern which | shall designate.

15 Behold | say unto you, that when Mine apostles
were upon the earth, even Mine apostles of olden time,
behold, |1 ordained even twelve at the time of My
ministry, and behold ye know of a surety that | ordained
twelve in Jerusalem, and from these twelve | ordained
three to be the Presidency of My church, even Mine
apostles Peter, James and John.

16 For they held the keys of Presidency, and to those
things pertaining to the upbuilding of My church.

17 And ye would have this record had not those wicked
ones removed this knowledge from these records which
ye have.
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18 Nevertheless, there is sufficient written for ye to
understand.

19 Nevertheless, these three which | chose, holding the
office of Presidency, remained part of the Twelve.

20 For there was not a necessity that they should be
separate at that time.

21 Yea, and after My resurrection ye have record and
bear record that | visited the saints who were separate
from those in Jerusalem, yea, _even those who remained
here upon this continent.

22 And from those who were faithful | chose even
twelve, and these | ordained to be apostles to My
church, to govern the affairs of My church in this part
of My kingdom.

23 For there were even two quorums of twelve in
separate parts of My vineyard having authority and set
up to govern that particular part of My kingdom.

24 And behold this is the pattern which | have set,
which is after the most holy order of God.

25 Nevertheless, when | set up My church by the hand
of My prophet Joseph Smith, | separated the Presidency
separate from the Quorum of Twelve Apostles
preparatory to that which was to follow.

26 Behold, it was not expedient to reveal further to My
prophet Joseph Smith at that time, for | reveal line upon
line, precept upon precept, for the benefit of My saints
as the need arises.

27 Nevertheless, | set this up preparatory to that which
was to follow.

28 Behold | say unto you, that it is expedient that ye
ordain under My hand a quorum of twelve apostles for
not more than one hundred and forty-four Stakes of My
church, over which they are to preside and govern, and
be traveling high priests bearing especial witness to Me
and governing and setting in order all things pertaining
to My work in that section of My kingdom wherewith
they are to preside.

29 And thus likewise ye shall divide it according as the
Spirit whispereth, and there shall be no disputations
among you.

30 And ye shall ordain quorums of twelve apostles as
need arises, and each shall be responsible to Me for
their stewardship in that section of My kingdom
wherewith they shall govern.

31 And ye shall put out of My sight these abominations
ye have set up, which are like unto the abominations set
up by that great and abominable church which shall
shortly receive the wrath of Mine indignation.

32 Behold, ye also distort other principles of My gospel,
for ye have not understood and have not heeded those
things which are most plain and precious which are
contained in My book, the Doctrine and Covenants.

33 And ye have listed to that evil one which seeks to
place himself at the head of My church.

34 For he hath crept into many of those who preside
over the church, and by this means he hopeth to
overthrow My kingdom, by bringing confusion into it
and by bringing compulsion upon My people.

35 For he inspireth the minds and thoughts of man
with great works, and they appeareth of great worth at
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the time, but afterwards bringeth only confusion and a
stumbling block for My people.

36 And by his many subtle means he gaineth control,
but behold | say unto you, he shall be exposed and be
overthrown and cast out, and at My coming, by My
presence, be cast into outer darkness for the space of a
thousand years.

37 And after that he shall be loosed for a little season to
gather those that are his and then shall the end come.
38 And again pertaining to the abominations ye have
brought into My church.

39 Behold, ye have placed the responsibility of the
welfare of My church upon the shoulders of the elders
of My church.

40 Behold | say unto you, this is an abomination unto
Me, for at no time have | stated in My book, the
Doctrine and Covenants, that the elders preside over the
welfare of My church.

41 For | have stated plainly that the responsibility
remaineth in the bishop and his counselors, for he
presideth over the Aaronic Priesthood, and hath
complete responsibility in this matter.

42 Neither hath he responsibility pertaining to the
spiritual things of this church, and if any hath a matter
pertaining to a spiritual thing he must needs go to the
head of his quorum or whichever be in charge and ask
him.

43 For | have not given to the bishop of My church this
charge, but in temporal matters he hath charge and this
is his calling.

44 For it is not the calling of the elders to be in charge
over the welfare of My church.

45 But it is meet for them to be standing elders, living
My commandments and exhorting the people to
righteousness and expounding the scriptures in all
humility, and assisting the bishop in all things
pertaining to temporal matters as requested and needed
for the welfare of My church.

46 And ye have said and written even that the bishop is
the presiding high priest, and therefore able to govern
the quorums and instruct them in his ward.

47 Behold | say unto you, this is also an abomination
unto Me, for a bishop hath no authority over the
Melchizedek Priesthood, and cannot call them to order
or have any degree of authority over this Priesthood, but
hath authority only as | have before mentioned.

48 And behold, ye have begun to do even that which
was of old, for they did this thing and from this came
the most abominable church, yea, even the mother of
harlots and abominations of the earth.

49 For ye do not understand and comprehend the order
of heaven, and seek to establish your own order, which
order was placed there by that most cunning one.

50 Neither can a bishop preside over an elder, nor a
seventy, nor a high priest, but hath authority and can
preside over a quorum of priests.

51 Nevertheless, he may be a judge over each member
of his ward pertaining to temporal things, for he is
appointed unto this, having a knowledge of this by the
Spirit of Truth.
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52 Now this ye have read is most plain and easy to
understand, and if there be any disputations concerning
this matter, ye are in error, having not the Spirit, for
those who do not have My Spirit cannot understand
these things.

53 For that which is carnal hath no understanding of
those things pertaining to God, but things pertaining to
the world.

54 And behold the wicked rage when they hear that
which is the truth, for their hearts have been taken over
by that evil one and they list to his desires, and
plainness is contrary to their natures.

55 And they seek after mysteries, but not qualifying
themselves for this knowledge, behold | say unto you, it
destroyeth them, for are they not thieves?

56 Behold, ye cannot come unto My kingdom any other
way, but must enter at the straight gate living My laws
and My commandments.

57 Behold | say unto you, that the Presidency shall
preside over the several quorums of apostles, for this is
the order of My church, yea, even patterned after the
order of heaven.

58 And the President presideth over the whole church,
and is to be like unto Moses, yea, to be a seer, a
revelator, a translator, and a prophet, having all the
gifts of God which he bestows upon the head of the
church.

59 But woe unto those in the Presidency of My church
who keep not and sustain not My commandments!

60 For unless they keep My commandments they have
not the power, for not even the President of My church
hath this power if he keeps not the commandments
pertaining to these gifts.

61 For wherein can ye receive a blessing from My hand
unless ye keep the commandments pertaining to that
blessing?

62 Yea, woe unto those in the Presidency of My church
who refuse My word, and live not My commandments.

63 For did not | remove even Saul from his place when
he rebelled against Me?

64 For that which | have spoken shall surely come to
pass, and shall surely be enacted; for they shall be
smitten and their abominations exposed.

65 What then can ye say? For it is written and decreed
that | will send One to set in order My church, and that
one appointed shall surely be smitten, for he putteth
forth his hand and seeketh to steady the ark of God.

66 He who hath an ear let him hear, and he who hath
an eye let him see.

67 Behold | say unto you, only by the Spirit of God can
ye understand the things of God.

68 Enter ye in at the strait gate and be saved, even at
My coming, even the living and the dead.

Even so, Amen.
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SECTION 19

Revelation received January, 1965
At Wellington, Utah

Behold and give ear and hear the voice of your Savior,
yea, even the still small voice that maketh tremble at
every joint, yea, hear your Savior who speaketh to you,
even through a prophet chosen by Me.

2 For | choose not after the ways of men, but choose
those that men cast out and esteem as naught, for this is
according to the prophecies that have been made.

3 Behold, | have sent My servant, and there are those
who hath condemned him for receiving My word, and
there are those that say he receiveth these revelations
from the adversary.

4 Beware, those who disregard these words, for they
shall be accountable before Me at that day.

5 Behold | say unto you, that ye shall read them, and
when ye read them, if ye find anything among them
that teacheth that which is unrighteous, then ye shall
know that they are false.

6 But ye shall not find such among them, for they
teacheth righteousness, and cry repentance unto this
people.

7 Behold again | say unto you, and the still small voice
pierceth to the center, for it bringeth to light that which
was hidden and searcheth the hearts of all men.

8 Yea, it commandeth the greatest among you, yea, if
he who is the greatest among you shall with his wisdom
prepare even a revelation like unto the least of these |
have given to My Servant whom | have called, then ye
are justified in saying that ye are not sure that they are
true.

9 Nevertheless, ye know that they are true, for that
which teacheth righteousness cometh from above.

10 And if the wisest among you are unable to write
even as the least of these, then ye are under
condemnation, for ye are like unto those who seeketh
after a sign, for an evil and adulterous and an
unbelieving generation seeketh after a sign.

11 Behold | say unto you, | have chosen My servant,
and in him | have placed My Spirit, and | speak to him
even as | spoke to My servant Joseph Smith, for I did
impress upon his mind those things that were expedient
to the up-building of My church, and he wrote them as
| commanded.

12 Nevertheless, | appeared unto him and manifested
Myself unto him in many ways, for great was his faith.

13 And in no wise did he sin, for he repented of his
sins, and he kept My commandments and was faithful
even unto the end, and | have taken him unto Myself,
and he spilled his blood upon the floor of the Carthage
jail as a testimony against the wicked.

14 Yea, and those who shed his blood have suffered
and have been smitten and cursed with a sore curse
even unto this day.

15 What say ye then if ye rebel against Me and heed
not the words of My servant? What then are ye likened
unto?
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16 Yea, ye are likened unto salt that has lost its savor,
and are good for nothing but to be trampled under foot.
17 For My Spirit shall withdraw from you and ye shall
be cast down from that where ye now stand.

18 Yea, and all that is written concerning this matter
shall surely come to pass, even every whit. For | lie not,
neither does My path vary even one iota.

19 Repent therefore, and begin to keep My
commandments, for | will not suffer you to mock My
word.

Even so, Amen and Amen.

SECTION 20

Revelation received May 30, and June 4, 1965
At Wellington, Utah

Behold | say unto you, Joseph Smith asked concerning
which church he should join, and in accordance with
his desire and faith he received revelation restoring the
knowledge of the Godhead to the earth.

2 Behold | say unto you, at this time | have again sent
My Servant for the purpose of rectifying many errors
which have crept into My church, the only church upon
the face of the earth in which lies the Priesthood.

3 These errors, so as in times past, have come about
through the efforts of wicked men who have been
inspired not of Me, but by that evil one whose only
desire is to destroy all that is good.

4 | have given My Servant revelations which are plain
and clear, that bring to light those errors, and which
also contain many important doctrines which are
necessary for the upbuilding of My church in these the
latter days.

5 Behold | say unto you, if the leaders of this church
heed not these revelations they shall be cut off, even to
their ultimate destruction.

6 But if the leaders of My church heed the words of the
prophets they shall again have the power of revelation
which they have surely lost because of their failure to
keep My commandments in which | promised that if
they kept not these commandments they would be
damned.

7 And surely | have kept My promise, for My word
cannot be stayed neither can it be turned aside, for it is
just and true.

8 Purify vyourselves therefore brethren for the
responsibilities yet to come.

9 Cast off all unrighteousness among you, yea, even
cast off your selfishness, your strivings, and your
quarreling, yea, even also your filthy thoughts.

10 And place on your shoulders the armor of
righteousness and of good works. For behold | come
quickly.
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SECTION 21

Revelation received June 3, 1965
At Wellington, Utah

Yea and again, those that love Me shall keep My
commandments | have given through My holy prophet.

2 And those who keep not My commandments and
heed not My holy prophets shall be cut off from among
My people that they may become a hiss and a byword.

3 For there are some among those who claim to be
leaders of My church who are in league with that evil
one and seek to overthrow My kingdom.

4 But they shall be exposed and their sins shall be laid
bare, and those that come shall surely do it.

5 For their wickedness is above all types of wickedness,
for they seek glory for their own sakes as the adversary
did before the world was.

6 And because of their wickedness they become like
unto the Pharisees and hypocrites.

7 And they stone and mock those that are sent because
they are not like them and do not accept their carnal
ways.

8 Woe unto them, for their sufferings shall be exquisite
and wonderful, and only those that are worthy of this
punishment can understand.

9 Behold | say unto you, the time has now come that ye
shall go forth and proclaim these revelations upon the
housetops, yea, even by printing and even by teaching.

10 And if it so be that ye shall obtain disciples, ye shall
reveal all that ye shall obtain unto them.

11 And if ye shall obtain opposition ye shall bear it
patiently and murmur not, for this is My testing.

12 Fear not to go forth and proclaim this even unto all
those who will listen, for | have commanded this and
My Spirit shall be with thee to protect thee in all things
that thou art prepared to do, to the bringing forth of
much righteousness unto this and future generations.

13 For My Spirit shall overcome all, for the end
draweth nigh, yea, and is even at the doors.

Even so, Amen.

SECTION 22

Revelation received September 15, 1968
At Trail, British Columbia, Canada
Concerning the nature of God

Behold | say unto you, inasmuch as ye have asked Me in
faith concerning God and the creation, and inasmuch as
ye are confused by the doctrines of men, and their
understanding of the creation, behold | will reveal unto
you some of the truths ye have desired.

2 For thou hast desired it in great faith, for the
teachings of men doth bother thee, and ye can see
where they do err.
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3 Behold | say unto you, | am Jehovah, and through My
lineage comes the Saviors of worlds, and they are Mine
Only Begotten Sons.

4 Nevertheless, | have many Sons, for there are many
worlds.

5 Behold I say unto you, | am the Creator, for all worlds
which are created are created through the power which
I hold, and there is not anything that is created that is
not created by that power.

6 Behold | say unto you, Jesus Christ, who walked upon
this earth, is in the express image of My Person, for He
is My Son--for are not sons like unto their fathers?

7 Because He was faithful in all things prior to His
birth, He was to be the Only Begotten of the Father in
the flesh.

8 Now some have said that Adam is His Father.

9 Behold | say unto you, how could Adam be the Father
of Jesus Christ? For Adam had many sons and daughters
of Eve, how then could He be his only begotten?

10 Therefore they are in error, not having the Spirit.

11 Behold this knowledge is necessary for the salvation
of man, for how can man worship someone whom he
knoweth not?

12 Behold | say unto you concerning Adam, is he not
Michael the Archangel, yea, even the father of all
spirits?

13 Was this not in fulfillment of the covenant?

14 Yea, he did qualify himself to become as a god, and
through his righteousness did he not obtain many
wives?

15 And he did dwell upon an earth and did die
according to all flesh.

16 And because of his righteousness was exalted, and
all that he obtained through righteousness became his
forever and ever, worlds without end.

17 Yea, even all his wives and possessions, and his
glory are from everlasting to everlasting.

18 And because he was faithful, he received the
promise that his seed would be without number, even as
the stars of heaven are without number.

19 And the promise was fulfilled, for God's promises
will surely be fulfilled, yea every whit, and he became
the father of a numerous host of spirits.

20 Yea, and his firstborn, having the right, became the
Savior of the world, yea, even Jesus Christ the Redeemer.
21 For that is the right of the first born in the spirit, to
be a Redeemer for his brethren, even becoming their
Father and God, and coming in the meridian of time to
save them from their sins, then becoming the Son of
God, even Jehovah.

22 For He then has all rights, powers, and privileges
pertaining to this earth that His Father, even Jehovah,
had on His earth.

23 And thus through this Priesthood, having neither
beginning of days nor end of years, He becomes the
Creator of worlds, even for those who are righteous and
are true and faithful upon this earth.

24 Therefore, He is both Father and Son.

25 Whoso hath an ear let him hear, and whoso hath an
eye let him see, for none receiveth this knowledge but
by the Spirit.
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26 And | revealed this unto Joseph Smith, for he did
have this knowledge, as did all the holy prophets from
the beginning, and the people received not the truth and
listed to fables rather than truth, and therefore are cast
off.

27 Behold | say unto you, that man Adam is your Father
and God, and the only One with whom ye have to do.

28 For is he not the Father of your spirit, and also the
progenitor of your earthly body?

29 For he was true and faithful, and became a God, and
under My direction, even the direction of the
Priesthood, even Jehovah, he was placed upon this earth
and did bring to this earth all the good things that did
exist in his sphere;

30 And planted a garden, even a garden of glorious
beauty.

31 And he was commanded to take of the children of
men a wife, and he called her name Eve, for she was the
mother of all living.

32 And thus he did mingle his seed with the children of
this earth, and thus did all his creation, and thus did the
generation of men begin.

33 Because he did mingle his seed, he became as of the
earth, and subject to death.

34 For did he not die so that his offspring of the spirit
world could take unto themselves bodies, so that they
could become exalted through faithfulness like unto
himself?

35 For this is the law.

36 Adam died that man might be, and men are that
they might have joy.

37 This same Eve was with Adam from the beginning
and was one of his wives.

38 And she did listen first to that cunning one and did
mingle her seed with the seed of this earth first.

39 And she did partake of that which was forbidden
and became as mortal.

40 And Adam mingled his seed with hers also, and
became mortal also being again subject to death.

41 Behold I say unto you, there is no other way.

42 And by disobedience he lost all recollection of the
former existence for a time, but through faithfulness
and baptism received this knowledge as at first, and
prophesied of his seed unto the last generation.

43 And he shall come to the valley of
Adam-Ondi-Ahman to sit and judge his posterity and
require everyone's stewardship according to his works.
44 Whoso hath an ear let him hear and mock not, for
swift shall be your destruction.

45 Behold, | am Alpha and Omega, the beginning and
the end, the light and life of the world.

46 And | sent Mine Only Begotten and ye received Him
not, neither did ye regard His word.

47 For he cometh as a thief in the night to reign as King
of kings and Lord of lords, and none shall stay His hand.
48 Even | come quickly, even so, Amen.
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The following Sections 23 through 39 were
published after 1968 in later editions of The
Book of Onias.

SECTION 23

Revelation received March, 1972
At Trail, British Columbia, Canada

Behold | say unto you, write not that which you are
about to write, for it is of your own effort and not Mine,
therefore it is subject to error.

2 | command therefore that thou will take pen in hand
and ye shall write what | shall show to thee so that error
shall not enter into the matter.

3 Behold My lips do speak, and they speak no error, for
error and deceit cometh from the father of all lies, but
oft times | speak in parables and with difficult language
so that those who have not the Spirit understandeth not.
4 But My words vary not, neither is their deceit in My
mouth.

5 Ye have come before Me in humility many times
requesting that | reveal unto you the truth of the
mysteries of My kingdom, and you have sacrificed much
on My behalf and for My sake.

6 But | say unto you, nothing that ye have sacrificed
shall be lost.

7 Fear not for your health, for Mine angels shall protect
thee and keep thee until thy mission is completed.

8 Fear not thine enemies, for they are but dust and shall
be blown with the first wind.

9 Sin no more lest the adversary take thee to himself.

10 Your time has not yet come, but yet for awhile.

11 Your desires have been to know the truth of all
things, and thus | shall reveal unto you some more of
the works of My hands, and the nature and means
whereby | created all things.

12 Ye shall take these things that | cause thee to write
and shall print them, and shall give to all those that
shall listen, and they shall know the truth and they shall
shout for joy.

13 But those who shall reject these sayings, their
countenance shall fall, for their works shall be exposed,
for their lips speaketh lies.

14 And they say unto My people, "Yea, all is well, all is
well in Zion, for God surely speaks to us, and the works
we do are His works."

15 Yea, and ye continue on in your own paths and
distort the function of My holy Priesthood, and make a
mockery of the holy offices.

16 But My house shall shortly be cleansed.

17 Ye say that ye know Me but ye know Me not, for
how can ye know Me while ye understand not who |
am?

18 For | am Jehovah, and through the atonement of the
blood that | shed, all mankind were saved in My
kingdom if they repented of their sins and were
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baptized and received the Holy Ghost and remained
faithful, living all My commandments to the end.

19 This is the law and the testament.

20 Behold | say unto you, many were faithful in
keeping all the commandments which | gave to them,
and were worthy of Eternal Lives, and became like unto
God.

21 For they did qualify themselves by their
righteousness to clothe the intelligences that were given
to them with a spiritual body.

22 There were many great and powerful among them,
and the firstborn of these spirits was the Savior of the
world.

23 Yea, | did surely promise these faithful, and it was
fulfilled, that their children would be as numerous as
the sands of the seashore or as the stars of the heavens.

24 And behold I say unto you, that Abraham did marvel
at these sayings, yet he believed, and because of his
belief | revealed unto him the mysteries of My kingdom,
even from the first unto the last.

25 For these numerous children | prepared an earth,
and organized an habitation for them, for this is the
function of this order of Priesthood, to organize and
prepare all things both spiritually and temporally.

26 And all the children of Michael shouted for joy
because of the agency that had been given to them to
choose the plan of salvation, or the plan of compulsion
which is the plan of the adversary.

27 For the adversary came among these spirits, for he
had lived on this earth and had become even Master
Mahan, and tried continually to thwart the works of
God.

28 For he was resurrected as all flesh must be that is
born, but not unto glory, for he has no glory, for his
works are totally evil.

29 Thus he came among Michael's children tempting
them, and teaching his evil ways until one-third of
Michael's children heeded him and followed after him,
and he drew these after him.

30 And even one of Michael's eldest spirit children, (for
was he not called, "The Son of the Morning"?) rebelled
because his plan of compulsion was not accepted.

31 Behold here is wisdom, for the Firstborn presented
His plan, and He being the Heir became the Savior, even
the Christ or Redeemer.

32 What glory and magnitude are the works of the
Father, and who shall find them out?

33 Behold, to those who live all My commandments |
do reveal My secrets for they are worthy.

34 Behold | am Jehovah, and under the direction of My
Father this earth was created, for it was created like
unto the other earths that hitherto were previously
formed.

35 And behold by the power of My word it was created,
for all things that are created, both in the heavens and
in the earth, are created by this word, or by the power
of the Priesthood after the order of the Son, or after the
order of Jehovah.

36 And thus the earth was organized and prepared as a
habitation of men that they may be clothed with
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tabernacles of flesh and become as a God, for such are
the Gods.

37 For were not the promises fulfilled in which |
promised Michael that if he were faithful he should be
resurrected and receive Eternal Lives?

38 And thus it was fulfilled, for he did become a God,
and along with his wives which were given to him, was
able to accomplish that which was commanded.

39 And thus he was placed in the garden and
commanded that he should multiply and replenish the
earth.

40 But behold he could not, for his body being of the
Celestial could not bring forth physical bodies.

41 And in order for him to accomplish this thing, there
was placed in the garden the tree of knowledge, which
fruit would cause a change to come over his body that
would enable him to clothe these spiritual children in a
physical body.

42 And thus he would become the father of all living.
43 Oh what wisdom there is in all that God doeth, and
who can find out all His ways?

44 To those that live all My commandments | reveal the
mysteries of My kingdom.

45 But in order to accomplish all things he must die,
and in order to do this, according to the order of
heaven, he must be disobedient.

46 Therefore, | commanded him that he not partake of
the fruit of the tree, knowing that he must be
disobedient to this commandment in order for him to
accomplish the greater commandment.

47 And it was Eve that understood first, and partook of
the fruit, and again became subject to death.

48 And Adam heeded her counsel and partook also, and
thus their bodies became again subject to a physical
separation of body and spirit.

49 And thus he was able to accomplish that which was
commanded him to multiply and replenish the earth.

50 But he was cut off from My presence physically
because of the fruit and spiritually because of his
disobedience.

51 And thus he was cast out of the garden, for the law
clearly states that no unclean thing can enter into My
presence lest it be consumed by My glory.

52 And thus he became unclean and unfit for the
habitation of a heavenly sphere, and would have
remained forever in this state had not a plan been
devised for the atonement of that sin, even the Savior.
53 And | promised him that in that day that he should
partake of that fruit that he should surely die, and it was
fulfilled, for his death came before the thousand years
of his probation.

54 For in that day | called him Adam, for | changed his
name from Michael to that of Adam, which being
interpreted means, "The father of the children of all
men."

55 And thus he died, and his body separated from his
spirit as in the death of any, but here is mysteries
unfolded.

56 Behold | say unto you, that his body is not
corrupted, for it is Eternal, and it lies in a sacred place
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until he shall be finished with his work and take up his
body again, and the Holy Ghost be taken from the earth.
57 For is He not the Holy Ghost, and careth for and
loveth His children, and is their Comforter?

58 For what is the purpose of the Father? To be a
Comforter to His children, to teach them and guide
them, and to speak unto them all manner of Truth, for is
He not the Spirit of Truth?

59 And He shall gather His children together in the
valley of Adam-Ondi-Ahman and require of each of
them their stewardship.

60 Yea, what say ye when ye stand before Him, can ye
then lie?

61 For did He not as the Holy Ghost witness all your
works and doings?

62 Then shall ye bend the knee and acknowledge the
Savior, for is He not the Firstborn of Michael in the
spirit, and the Only Begotten Son of Jehovah in the
flesh, for is He not Mine Only Begotten?

63 For did not the Spirit of Adam encompass Mary
round about to protect her from My glory so that she
would not be consumed by My presence?

64 For is He not Mine Only Begotten in the flesh, full of
grace and truth, and did He not do the same works as
His Father?

65 For as |, Jehovah, suffered, bled, and died for the
sins of the children of My Father, so He suffered, bled,
and died for the sins of the children of your Father.

66 All that | suffered, He suffered likewise, and thus
fulfilled all things and became the perfect sacrifice,
enabling all to be resurrected.

67 For He broke the bands of death for all of Adam's
children.

68 And to those who truly repent and are baptized in
His name, acknowledging Him as the Savior, and are
faithful in all things to the end, the promise is that they
shall inherit Eternal Lives, and shall not be angels but
Gods, and thus God's purposes are one eternal round.

69 What say ye then of the doctrines of men which say
that Adam or Eloheim is the Father of the Savior?

70 For this is the adversary's doctrine to confuse the
children of men.

71 Behold, the leaders of My church, and the leaders of
My Priesthood have shortly corrupted this doctrine.

72 For | revealed these things unto My servants Joseph
Smith and Brigham Young and others of My holy
prophets, but | commanded them that they should speak
in parables so that seeing they should not see, and
hearing they should not hear, lest they should see and
hear and understand and be converted.

73 But | command at this time that My promise be
fulfilled that in the last days all things shall be made
manifest that even a child can therein understand--for
this purpose, that the wicked be exposed and the
righteous be justified.

74 What say ye now ye leaders of My church? Will ye
mock My servants longer? For ye stand naked and
exposed.

75 Repent even now, and thou shalt be forgiven.

76 But Adam shall not always strive with his children--
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77 Behold, hath He not labored diligently with them
and succored them?

78 Behold, did He not speak through the mouth of Peter
on the day of Pentecost, and did He not appear in the
form of a dove to witness the divinity of the Savior?

79 Was He not the One who opened the heavens to
Stephen so that he could view the Father and Jesus on
His right hand?

80 And did He not also encompass Mary to shield her
from My glory?

81 Behold here is wisdom, for are ye not commanded to
do all things in the name of the Father (Eloheim), the
Son (Jehovah), and the Holy Ghost (Michael)? Amen.

82 And again | cause ye to write some more, for it has
been said that the Savior of this world created it also.

83 Behold | say unto you, this is error, for how can the
spirit create?

84 For the Savior was in the spirit world along with the
other children of Adam and how therefore could He
create?

85 For He received grace unto grace, and did not
receive this power at the first, but received it after He
fulfilled all things.

86 For they understood not that | being Jehovah was
also a Savior of a world, and fulfilled all things, and the
Savior being My Son was in the express image of My
Person, and had to accomplish all things that I
accomplished.

87 For He suffered as | suffered, and bled as | bled, and
died as | died, and overcame all things as | overcame all
things, and to those who are true and faithful hath the
power of the Son to create worlds without end, thus
becoming both the Father and the Son.

88 Thus it is written.

Even so, Amen.

SECTION 24

Revelation received February 11, 1975
At Vulcan, Alberta Canada
In the Home of the Prophet's Mother
Containing the Parable of the Pear Tree

The Spirit of the LORD came upon the Prophet in the
eleventh day of the second month of the year 1975 and
spoke unto him saying:

2 Take pen in hand and write that which | will show
unto thee, for thou shalt prophesy unto this people as in
times past, even unto all the members of the Church of
Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints, from the greatest to the
least, that they may know My will saith the LORD.

3 And those who shall not heed My word shall not find
an inheritance in My kingdom. For how can ye dwell in
a kingdom that ye are not prepared for?

4 For if ye soften not your hearts like unto a little child
how then can ye receive instruction?
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5 For a child taketh instruction from his parents that he
be not ignorant.

6 How then shall ye not humble thyself and take
instruction from your Father in Heaven, and be not
ignorant of your pathway to Eternal Life, and live?

7 For | say unto thee, the whole of My church called
the Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints hath
gone out of the way and there are but few that doeth
good and humbleth themselves before Me.

8 For many false doctrines and false ordinances have
been set up by the hands of men in My church which
are an abomination unto Me saith the LORD, which
shortly shall be hewn down.

9 For | have commanded many things in My book the
Doctrine and Covenants which ye heed not, and because
of priestcrafts among you, you have caused My church
to be led out of the way.

10 And many of the covenants ye now perform before
Me are not valid, for they are based upon false promises
and crooked doctrine.

11 What say ye of the temple ordinances that ye
perform before Me, are they valid?

12 Behold | say unto thee, how can they be valid when
ye have desecrated My most holy places and have
changed Mine holy ordinances to salve the minds of the
people?

13 And the covenants ye cause to be made ye forbid to
be kept, and ye persecute those who endeavor to keep
all My commandments, and this ye have done to please
the world.

14 For | have commanded you in the revelations | gave
unto you through My servant Joseph Smith that if a
husband committeth adultery after he and his wife have
been sealed by the Holy Spirit of Promise and he lieth
with someone who hath been sealed to another, he hath
lost his Priesthood and the covenants he has entered into
are null and void, for he hath broken them.

15 And the woman who is innocent and her children
are therefore free, for the law is no more binding on
them.

16 And have | not commanded thee to take her and
give her unto him that hath not committed adultery but
hath been faithful? For he shall be made ruler over
many.

17 But ye have not done this, but have set aside this
commandment like as if it never was, for ye understand
not the sin ye cause to be committed by not keeping this
commandment, for if she stay with her husband he shall
raise up children like unto himself, and he hath no
Priesthood for he hath lost it through sin; and if ye cut
not this man off from My church ye cause My church to
be polluted.

18 And if ye give not this woman unto a righteous man
ye cause her to go away and seek after another to
sustain her, and thus she is led unto temptation and
strange flesh.

19 And ye cause her children to grow up like unto the
children of the world.

20 And because ye keep not this commandment ye
cause the innocent to sin, and My whole church has
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become polluted with false tradition and beliefs
concerning this thing.

21 Consider also the welfare program ye have set up to
take care of the poor among you, which ye pride
yourself in and set before the world as a light, and
which ye boast of your righteousness in: it is before My
face an abomination, for it abaseth the poor and
exalteth the rich.

22 For ye claim ye make it so that the rich participate
in it to the same extent as the poor. But ye know that
this is not true, for ye know that the poor participate in
it to a far greater extent than the rich, for the poor help
the poor, and thus it has been from the beginning.

23 But | say unto thee, if the rich and all those to whom
I have given an abundance of wealth do not humble
themselves before Me and consecrate all their surplus
property unto Me from this time forth they shall lose
even that which they have, for | shall take it from them
saith the Lord of Hosts.

24 For they muffle the walls of their mansions that they
hear not the sorrow of the widow and orphan, for Mine
anger is kindled in a double portion for the sins of this
people pertaining to the laws of marriage.

25 For they heed not the commandments given to them
in My holy book and in the Doctrine and Covenants, for
they fear men and have feared men from the beginning.

26 Because of their disobedience in this matter they
have caused generations of My most precious spirits to
be brought up in sin, for the widow and the orphan
have had to seek to strangers for their sustenance which
has brought them into the depths of sin, wherein the sin
lieth not at their door, but at the door of the cowards at
the head of My church who fight not the laws of this
land that forbid these things.

27 For they seeketh after the glory of the world and
seek to gain prestige in politics, and delight in the honor
and glory of their position.

28 Behold, if they repent not | shall break down their
defenses of self-righteousness, and scatter their armies
of hypocrisy, and shall expose before this people their
cowardice.

29 And if they repent not in sackcloth and ashes, saith
the LORD, | shall raise up men in their places that shall
do My bidding, and the evil shall know the wrath of
Mine anger, for | shall not allow My name to be mocked
before the nations of the earth any longer; and | shall
cleanse Mine house with the whip of My tongue.

30 But ye cry out, "We look after our Poor!" | say unto
you, ye are whited sepulchers full of dead men's bones.

31 Do ye take your brother's widow to wife to raise up
a righteous generation unto him? | say unto you that ye
do not! Ye do not this, not because the law forbids you
to do it, for | have caused that the laws of this land in
these matters are of none effect and neither can they
bind thee, but ye keep not these commandments because
ye want to appear before the world as righteous and
honorable men.

32 And ye cast them from you, those that would seek to
keep this law, for that which was once sacred in My
house has become as dung.

18

33 O how foolish are the laws of men that cause the
innocent to sin, and how wise are the laws of God that
bring salvation and exaltation to the poor and innocent.
34 Among Mine ancient covenant people | caused that
those who would not keep this law should be cast from
the congregation that they could no longer stand in the
place of honor, neither could they hold office in My
Priesthood if they kept not this law.

35 | say unto you, this law | revoke not and never can
revoke, for | am a just God and honor the widow and
the orphan and the destitute.

36 For ye cause these widows of Mine honorable
servants to seek after strangers for the continuance of
their posterity, and My Spirit grieveth much over this
thing.

37 And | say unto thee, if ye repent not immediately
concerning this matter, ye shall receive the same
cursing as Cain, for ye commit the same sin as he, for he
cut off the posterity of Abel his brother, and do ye not
do the same thing?

38 | who am a just God cannot allow this sin to go
unpunished.

39 Repent every one of you, even now, from the
greatest to the least, for not one of you shall be found
guiltless at the last day if ye repent not.

40 Your minds have become darkened like unto those
of old, for ye heed not My commandments nor listen to
My servants, but ye set yourselves up leaders who
placate the senses, that seek not the truth in
righteousness, nor My will, but seek only after the
praises of the people and the world.

41 Yes, | shall liken My church unto a pear tree which
the Lord of the vineyard left in the hands of his servants
to care for; and his servants neglected the tree and the
watersprouts grew immensely and sapped up the
strength of the tree that it bare but little fruit, and that
which it did bare was small, withered and of little worth
unto Me.

42 And My servants, being fearful of the world, cut not
off the branches that were dead, for they feared that
they would be criticized in this thing, and they allowed
these branches to stay.

43 And these branches took of the strength of My tree
and prevented new and good wood from being formed,
and they have cluttered up My tree with unprofitable
wood.

44 And again My servants have neglected My tree in
that they gouged not out to the good wood the rotten
and cankered parts, and have drained them not; and the
rotten and cankered spots have spread and have caused
serious damage to My tree.

45 What shall the Lord of the vineyard do? For he
beholdeth his tree and it perisheth for lack of care; and
the Lord of the vineyard lamenteth the condition of His
tree.

46 | say unto thee, because My servants neglected My
tree in the midst of My vineyard, they shall be chastened
with a sore chastening, for they esteemeth the praise of
the world of more value than My word.
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47 And they distort My word and My commandments
and change them to conform to their own liking, to
please their sensual desires, for they care not for the
widow and the orphan, and build not unto their brother
branches, but build up their own estates.

48 | say unto you, that unless they repent even now, |
shall pluck up both their root and branch, and they
shall be left desolate, and in Mine anger shall | do it,
saith the LORD.

49 And what say ye of My tree? For My heart pineth for
My tree, that it is left in such poor condition.

50 For | am determined that it shall not be hewn down,
for there are yet many good branches remaining that
would yet yield much fruit if these things that clutter up
My tree were removed.

51 Yea, what say ye that | shall send My servant, and |
shall endow him with My Spirit, and the wicked he
shall expose, and they shall not stand, and they shall
gnash their teeth in anger, and their anger shall eat
them up.

52 For | am the Lord God Almighty, and My words
shall not be mocked.

53 And My Servant whom | shall send shall take the
ladder and the pruning saw, and he shall saw off all the
watersprouts that reach even to the uttermost parts of
My tree.

54 And what a great noise and commotion they shall
make when they fall; and as they fall they shall scrape
against the good branches and the dead and rotten
branches that are near the bottom of the tree.

55 And the weak and the faithless they shall take with
them to be gathered together in bundles to be burned,
for the branches of the watersprouts have grown
exceedingly wide, and great shall be their fall.

56 And again, | shall call upon My Servant and he shall
take in hand the saw and the axe and lop off the dead
and rotten branches that they no longer prevent new
wood from growing and bearing good fruit, and he
shall again take pruning shears in hand, and prune off
the cross branches, those that overlap each other, to set
in order My church that confusion reigneth not. And he
shall prune even the weakest branch and leave the
stronger.

57 And he shall take the axe and gouger, and he shall
axe away and gouge out all the rotten and cankered
spots down to the good wood, and place on their
wounds a healing salve; and he shall use the drill, and
he shall drain the spots where mold may form from the
collection of stagnant water.

58 Neither shall he overlook any part of My tree, for he
shall thoroughly prune it that it may shine forth in all
its beauty, and from this time forth it will gain strength
and bare an abundance of fruit in the season thereof.

59 And the fruit shall be beautiful for the eye to behold;
and thus | shall cause My pear tree to be cleansed, and
the debris that shall fall around its base | shall call My
servants that they will gather it up in armfuls and carry
it to the pit to be burned, that the debris from the
cleansing of My tree no longer clutter up My vineyard.
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60 And thus I shall cause My tree to be pruned for the
last time; and thus it shall stand as an Ensign to the
world.

61 Behold, ye have before thee the parable of the pear
tree, and who understandeth the interpretation thereof?
62 Behold, | your Savior am the Lord of the vineyard,
the pear tree is My church, the keepers of the tree are
the heads of My church and all those who hold offices
of responsibility in My church.

63 The watersprouts are those in the church who seek
to raise up their own kingdom, and not Mine, saith the
LORD, who build unto themselves fortunes and
possessions for their own aggrandizement and seek not
to build up My kingdom.

64 Their hearts are upon the glories of men, and they
seek after positions in politics, not to help rectify the
crooked law, but for their own glory.

65 They seek their names and images in print and in
the lights, and their hearts are puffed up, and when |
send prophets among them they say that only they have
the power of prophecy.

66 And to what use do they put this power? They use it
to prophesy lies unto this people, and they have done
away with this office in My church, for is it not an
office in My church, and has been even from the
beginning?

67 And they have destroyed this office from among
them as they did in olden times, and they bring about
their own destruction.

68 For have | not said that | will speak to My church
through the prophets | shall raise up? And they shall not
be raised up by the hand of man; and ye have not
understood this, but ye have raised up unto yourselves
prophets, seers, and revelators who neither prophesy
nor see My will, for they prophesy not themselves,
neither do they allow others to prophesy.

69 And the revelations they claim come from Me are
from the evil one, and they know this, but they seek to
hide this from the people by doing away with the real
prophets whom | have sent.

70 And what have My people done? They have
followed after the false prophets because of their
cunning speech and great wealth and glory, the same as
in ages past.

71 O how foolish are the hearts of men who seeketh
glory in empty words.

72 And they seek to destroy the true prophets and close
their mouths, those who have communion with Me and
My Spirit, for fear that these prophets will expose them
in their deceits and priestcrafts which bind the hearts of
the people with fear and great fetters.

73 For ye say falsely to them that only the head of My
church can receive revelation from Me for the body of
My church.

74 Behold this is a lie, for not even the head of My
church can receive revelation from Me if he keep not
My commandments, and anyone either rich or poor,
who keeps My commandments and fears not men and
what they can do, who seek after wisdom from Me shall
find it, and it shall be opened unto them by My Spirit,
and | cannot withhold this from them if they be worthy.
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75 For not only men can have this gift, but women also
if they follow and obey their husbands in all things, and
their husbands obey the LORD in all things, for this is
the law and the pattern.

76 And when anyone | have called raises up his voice,
ye seek to excommunicate him from My church and
discredit his testimony, and make up lies concerning his
character, so that his word may not be heard among this
people that perhaps even one of them repent.

77 For ye damn My servants, and make light of their
word, and ye cause them much affliction, and cast them
out from your midst and make it so that they even have
difficulty in obtaining a living for their families.

78 This ye do disregarding your own laws in these
matters. Ye protect not the rights of the righteous, but
exalt the wicked.

79 Behold, ye teach them that unless they belong to My
church they cannot enter into My kingdom. Behold, if
the vessel was clean this would be the case, but My
church is full of filth and must needs be cleansed, and |
shall shortly cause this work to be commenced.

80 For unless My church repents they all shall likewise
perish. For if My church and those at the head of My
church seek to destroy one who is righteous, they have
become like unto the Pharisees of old, hypocrites,
whited sepulchers full of dead men's bones.

81 For ye have not cut off from My church the
hypocrite, but ye have caused him to become your
leader; and ye have not cut off the whoremonger, nor
the adulterer, nor the molester of little children, nor the
thief, nor the one who covets; neither have ye cut off the
deceiver, and the one who bears false witness, neither
the liar have ye cast from you, nor the murderer of little
children in the womb, nor those who prevent spirit
children from entering into the world; and it is just as
well that they do this, for they would raise up these
children, but not unto Me.

82 And ye have caused My tree to be cluttered with
unprofitable wood, or in other words, those that bring
forth but poor and corrupt fruit.

83 And ye have caused it to become weak, that even the
good branches bring forth fruit small, withered, and of
poor quality, and of little worth unto Me.

84 For ye cut not off the drunkard from amongst you,
but ye allow him to pollute My kingdom, for are all
these not the dead branches that cumbereth My tree,
and cause the strength to be drawn from it?

85 How then can | not weep for My tree? For ye prune
not the cross branches, but ye allow them to grow and
nourish and encourage them.

86 For are not the cross branches those offices ye have
set up in My church which are not of Me? For ye set
these offices up that are not after the order of heaven,
like unto the abominations of old.

87 For ye set up offices called: Assistants to the Quorum
of Twelve Apostles, which offices you have made like
unto the office of the Twelve.

88 For you understand not the order of heaven in these
matters, and you have done away with other offices,
even the office of stake bishop, and his counselors if he
not be of the lineage of Aaron.
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89 And ye have done away with the office of prophet,
and ye have persecuted those | have sent, and silenced
them, and have cast them out.

90 Ye have also distorted the responsibility of some
offices, and have given unto some the responsibility of
the other, and ye thus corrupt My holy priesthood.

91 Ye have given unto the bishop to be the spiritual as
well as the temporal advisor to the people. | say unto
thee that this is a grievous error, and is an abomination
in My sight.

92 For the bishop hath not judgment over spiritual
matters, but hath judgment over temporal matters only.

93 Many other things ye do that are in error, for ye
have not the Spirit, and ye have caused My church to
become like unto a mutated beast that hath parts
missing and parts added that are of no use, and it
causeth the beast to stagger and fall.

94 And the rotten and cankered wood ye have not
removed from My tree, and ye have allowed it to
flourish and spread, for ye have covered it rather than
exposed it, and in doing so ye have caused it to spread
rapidly throughout My tree, corrupting every part, even
the heart wood.

95 And because the canker sores and rottenness are of
such great extent they must be removed even now lest
My tree be destroyed.

96 And My tree stinketh and is putrid before My face,
and causeth much sorrow and affliction of soul.

97 For ye have allowed the rottenness of false doctrine
to spread, and the canker wood of false prophecy ye
have not denounced, but have allowed it to grow, and
thus ye have corrupted My tree.

98 And ye have said in your heart, "We cannot allow
the people to know that we have allowed this rottenness
to grow lest we show our ignorance and be exposed,
and they hold us no longer in honor; therefore, we must
needs cover it up lest they see our errors."

99 And ye have reasoned thus, thinking that ye shall
not be found out, but | say unto thee, thy sins shall be
exposed and shall be laid bare.

100 And what have you done to My Servant | have sent
to prune My tree? Behold, ye hold him in derision and
cast him from you even as ye flush the excrement.

101 What then shall the Lord of the vineyard do?
Behold | shall take Mine unfaithful servants who were
left to care for My tree, but did not, and they shall drop
to the bottom of the tree and be mingled with the other
debris that | have caused My Servant to prune from My
tree, to be cast into the fire at the time appointed.

102 And My Servant who is held in derision, | shall
place in him My Spirit, and he shall be as a fire that
devoureth; and the words that he shall write and speak
shall expose many and cause many to fall, for they
repent not.

103 And his words shall cause many to repent and
humble themselves before Me; for have | not said that |
will cleanse My house of its filthiness, for how can an
unclean vessel pour forth pure water?

104 Behold an unclean cup poureth forth filthy water
not fit for the consumption of man or beast.
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105 Therefore, | cause My house to be cleansed that it
may pour forth pure and living water.

106 | shall cause My Servant to lift up his voice and cry
repentance unto all the members of My church, even
the Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints.

107 And those that come forth with meekness of heart
and a contrite spirit, confessing all their sins before Me,
shall be baptized in My name for the remission of their
sins.

108 And ye shall give unto them the Holy Ghost, and if
they receive it not, and it flees from them, ye shall know
that they have not truly repented.

109 And then ye shall cry unto them the same as My
servant John, and say, "Go ye and perform works meet
for repentance, and come again when ye are prepared.”

110 And those that repent not, but carry on in their
sins ye shall cast out, but ye shall not delete them from
the records of My church until the period of one year is
elapsed.

111 And if they humble themselves before Me and
repent of their sins, and request baptism, ye shall cause
them to be baptized, and they shall be received into the
fold.

112 And during that one year period ye shall not be
idle, for ye shall lift up your voices to all the members of
My church everywhere they have scattered and cry
repentance unto them, even from the rising of the sun
even until its setting; and ye shall show forth love and
compassion, and teach and exhort and plead, that
perhaps ye shall cause even one soul to repent of their
evil ways.

113 And after the year has elapsed ye shall delete those
unrepentant from the records of My church.

114 And even then My hand is stretched out still, for if
they after this period of one year come forth in true
repentance, and show forth fruit meet for repentance,
ye shall baptize them.

115 Howhbeit, if they formerly held My Priesthood it
will be of none effect, and they will have to be
reordained to My Priesthood after they show forth
works signifying their willingness, worthiness, and
ability in these matters.

116 And all those who come forth to be baptized before
the one year has elapsed need not be reordained to the
Holy Priesthood if they were ordained prior to this
ordinance being changed by the church, or who can
prove that they were ordained in the proper manner by
someone who was also ordained and received his
authority in the proper manner.

117 However, if there be doubt in this matter in the
previous ordination they shall be reordained to My holy
Priesthood.

118 For there are many in My church at the present
time who think they hold the Priesthood but they do not,
for they have not been given the Priesthood when they
have been ordained, but have received offices only.

119 And thus wicked and evil men among you have
tried to thwart the works of My hands, and have tried to
destroy Mine authority and power and kingdom among
men.
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120 And thus ye shall reordain to the Priesthood all
those who cannot prove they have received the
Priesthood in the proper manner, and who after
rebaptism show forth works and willingness to keep all
My commandments.

121 And ye shall reordain all of them (both the ones
who are not reordained and can prove their Priesthood,
and those who are reordained who are unable to do so)
to offices in My Priesthood according to their
worthiness and talents, and not according to their
former ordinations.

122 For these ordinations can be conferred only
according to worthiness, and not according to age, for
this procedure is an abomination to Me.

123 For all ordinations to My Priesthood must be done
by revelation from Me, otherwise they are not valid, for
I cannot work through an unclean vessel.

124 And all those who repent during this period of a
year, but have formerly committed grievous sins, must
be reordained to the Priesthood regardless whether they
have received the Priesthood correctly or not, for this is
My law, for no man can lose My Priesthood except
through sin.

125 And ye shall not cause to be baptized any who
repent not, neither shall ye baptize the hypocrite, the
liar, the whoremonger, the adulterer, the fornicator, the
lesbian, the homosexual, the thief, the drunkard, the
coveter of other people’s goods, the bearer of false
witness, the reviler, and all those who practice any form
of evil, unless they thoroughly repent, saith the LORD,
and show forth works unto repentance.

126 And all those who will not take unto themselves
their dead brother's wives, to raise up unto them a
righteous generation, ye shall not cause to be
fellowshipped among you.

127 And all those who pay not a full tithe shall not be
had in fellowship among you. Nevertheless, those who
are widowed and orphaned, and the destitute are
exempt from this law.

128 Neither shall ye cause those to be fellowshipped
who teach not their children the gospel according to My
law;

129 And thus ye shall keep in order My church from
this time forth, for it shall be clean, for at My coming no
unclean thing shall be allowed to stand,
for it shall be burned by the brightness of My coming;
and the wicked shall not stand.

130 And all those who have been cast from My church
for none other thing than to live My commandments,
and have not sinned in any other manner, and have
done only that which | have commanded them, shall
come forth and present themselves before the church,
and shall humble themselves and repent of their sins
and all their false notions, and shall be baptized in My
name, they and their families, and none shall forbid
them.

131 And if they have received the Priesthood prior to
their being excommunicated or have received it after
their excommunication, it mattereth not, as long as they
received it in the proper manner and by the proper
authority, and can prove this, and they come forth prior
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to the year of cleansing being expired, they shall not
have to be reordained to the Priesthood.

132 For they have done nothing to warrant the
Priesthood from being taken from them.

133 Nevertheless, if they have set up their own church
organization and have perpetuated false doctrine and
have fed their converts lies and deceit, and have caused
those under them to sin, and have coerced people into
following after them by threats and by the practice of
priestcraft, they have lost their Priesthood and shall not
be received unto the church unless they fully repent, for
they have lost their Priesthood and are like unto
non-members.

134 And at the time of the cleansing all who come
forth in meekness and repentance shall place at the
bishop's feet, or in other words, lay before the bishop
their entire estate; and they shall leave out nothing, for
all is Mine saith the LORD; and this must be done that
all surplus properties be placed in the hands of the
bishopric, for the building up of My kingdom, and for
the sustenance of the poor, and for the reclaiming from
the wicked the lands of Zion, and the regions round
about her borders.

135 And the lands shall be distributed first to the
descendants of those who originally owned the
properties under covenant who are worthy heirs, and
secondly by lot to those who repent and are baptized
and covenant with Me under the laws of consecration to
keep all My commandments and obey My laws.

136 Unto these | shall cause an inheritance to be given,
even an everlasting inheritance, that all may know that
I am a just God, and reward every man according to his
works.

137 Now | command My Servant to go forth and cause
the things ye have written under My hand to be printed
and distributed among all the church that none may
have an excuse at the last day, for the time of the end
draweth nigh, and behold | come quickly.

Even so, Amen.

SECTION 25

Revelation received June 18, 1978
At Vulcan, Alberta, Canada
An Answer to Prayer Concerning
The Descendants of Cain

Behold My son, for I call you My son, for ye have been
faithful over the few things that ye have been called to
do, and because ye have been faithful over these few
things, ye shall be made ruler over many.

2 And ye have asked Me concerning whether it be
correct to place upon the seed of Cain My holy
Priesthood, and | give unto thee an answer, yea, even a
revelation concerning this matter.

3 For have | not said unto thee in a previous revelation
that the heads of My church were puffed up in their
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hearts? For they seek their name in the lights and in
print, and seek fellowship with the world.

4 And if they repent not they shall be cast aside as the
dross.

5 And they receive revelation, but not from Me, saith
the LORD, for no man can receive this revelation unless
he be living My laws.

6 But they scorn My laws and treat them as naught.
They live instead the laws of this world, and persecute
and ignore those who would live all My
commandments, and who are My true prophets.

7 How then can they receive revelation from Me?

8 But ye know the source of their revelations.

9 Behold | say unto you, at no time have | given a
commandment unto My church, nor shall I, except
what | have stated in My previous revelations, that the
children of Ham, even the Negro race and all its
peoples, should receive My holy Priesthood.

10 For have ye not My revelations before you that state
clearly that not even the direct descendants of Ham,
who were a righteous and a good people, could receive
this blessing because of their lineage?

11 And have I not spoken to My servant Joseph Smith,
even your head, that none of this race could or would
be ordained to My holy Priesthood until the seed of Abel
shall rise above the seed of Cain?

12 And ye know that this has as yet not taken place, for
righteous Abel was slain, and his seed still awaits to be
born, behold an innumerable host.

13 And have |, Jehovah, not said that any revelation
that totally contradicts a previous revelation is not of
Me, nor can be, for I lie not;

14 Therefore, ye know from whence the revelation
came, even from the father of all lies.

15 And according to that prophesy ye made in thy
book, even the Book of Onias, which prophesy was from
Me, it hath literally been fulfilled, for every word that
proceedeth forth from My mouth shall be fulfilled.

16 Behold | say unto thee, that these men (the
Presidency of My church) came before Me concerning
this matter, and because they have not heeded My
commandments, nor have they listened to My servant, |
heard them not.

17 And because they desired an answer according to
their own carnal desires, (for they feared the
persecution that they may have received for living My
law), the adversary came and spoke sweetly to them,
and they were glad for his words, for they were
according to their carnal desires, and they heeded his
words; and they shall proclaim them throughout the
world as a proclamation from God.

18 Behold | say unto you, | have allowed them to do
this that they may be exposed before the world as frauds
and false prophets.

19 For the adversary was the founder of this black race,
for he came to Cain after God had taken away his power
to procreate the children of righteousness, and showed
him how he could place his seed into animals, and the
seed of animals into other animals, for he did corrupt
the seed of the earth in this manner, hoping to thwart
the works of God.
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20 And for this reason the earth was destroyed by the
flood, to destroy from the face of the earth_these
abominations which Cain created, for he had corrupted
all flesh.

21 And they all sought to do the works of Cain, and he
died not, but was slain.

22 But his seed was preserved through the loins of
Ham, the son of Noah, and his descendants, and
survived the flood.

23 And this knowledge to create these monsters has
again been discovered by men in your age, and thus the
earth has again become corrupted and nigh ready for
destruction.

24 And in the last days the adversary, through the
vanity of men, has set up churches like unto his beasts
that he created, yea, even like the Sphinx, the Centaur,
and the Satyr.

25 For some have the bodies of beasts and faces of men,
and some are in the form of man, but have the spirit of
the beast; and they shall deceive all but Mine elect.

26 What say ye then about the revelation received by
the heads of My church?

27 For the adversary has infiltrated My church, and
seeketh to become its head.

28 But those who have heeded him shall shortly be
exposed by their folly, for My name nor My church
shall be mocked longer, for it shall shortly be cleansed
and purged and tried in the fire, that all those who
profess to know Me, and know Me not, will be exposed.

29 For these are the false prophets spoken of in My
holy scriptures, and they say, "We dwell securely”,
thinking that the time of visitation shall not come.

30 Behold | say unto thee, it is nigh at the door, for
behold | come quickly. Even so, Amen.

SECTION 26

Revelation received October 29, 1978
At Vulcan, Alberta, Canada
Containing the Parable of the Deceitful Merchants

Thus saith the LORD unto you My servant: take up thy
pen in hand and write that which | will show unto you.
2 Behold | say unto you, that My heart is broken
because of the stiffneckedness of My people; and none
heed My word, not one, for they all have gone astray,
and they cry that My Servant sinneth, and he sinneth
not.

3 And that which he has experienced, by the hand of a
wicked and corrupt man, | allowed so that that man's
sins be complete, and also to teach My Servant in a
manner that he shall not forget.

4 And thus | give unto you a parable that ye may learn
wisdom.

5 Behold | say unto you, merchants came to a certain
city of people who were prosperous and well fed.

6 The merchants had much gold, silver, and precious
jewels, and they said unto the people of the city, "Look,
we have much gold, and silver, and many precious
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jewels; yet we cannot take these things back to where
we live because of the large tariffs.

7 And because we are wealthy men and need not the
money, we will sell these things to you at a small
portion of what they are worth, for they are a worry
and a bother to us because of the tariffs.

8 And we did buy them at a good price, and we will
pass this along to you.

9 Not only this, but our families who are with us, and
who await in the ships, desire greatly to return to our
own country; and they harass us and say, 'We are weary
and tired and desire to be at our homes.'

10 Therefore, we will sell these goods to you at a very
good price so that we may rid ourselves of this burden,
and be on our way to our own country; and we are in a
great hurry that we may leave."

11 And the people of the city were glad! And they took
the gold, silver, and precious jewels and examined
them, and it appeared the jewels genuine, and the gold
and silver true.

12 Yet they had no one in the whole city who was a
jeweler; nevertheless, they believed the merchants, for
they reasoned among themselves, "These men are
wealthy and honest merchants, and are not in need of
the money, and they cannot return to their own country
without paying huge tariffs on the merchandise, and
their families await in the ships and are anxious to
return to their homes, and therefore, it will be wise of
us to purchase this merchandise, for we will be able to
sell it at a good profit at a later date."

13 But there was a man among them who questioned
these merchants, and said, "How do we know that these
are genuine? For we have no one here that has a true
knowledge of these things."

14 He also said, "Where are your families, your wives
and children? Bring them to us that we may make them
welcome."

15 And he said also, "Give us time that we may take
some of these jewels and gold and silver to a
neighboring city where there is a man knowledgeable in
these matters, and if they are genuine, we will gladly
purchase them for the price you quote.”

16 And the merchants were angry at the man, and
belittled him, and said, "We are in a hurry to be home,
and our families await in the ships, and are tired and
weary, and we offer you this genuine gold, silver, and
jewels at a fraction of its value, and we are honest
merchants, wherefore do you doubt us?"

17 And one man among the merchants, who was their
leader, spoke up and said, "I am knowledgeable of these
things, and | can assure you that these jewels are
genuine and the gold and silver true."

18 And they answered him no more, and made as if
ready to depart; and the people of the city were angry at
the man for his doubting, and said, "Thou fool! You
have made the merchants angry, and they are ready to
depart, and behold we will lose our opportunity of
becoming wealthy."

19 And they ridiculed the man, and belittled him, and
cast him out of the city.
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20 And they called to the merchants that they should
return, and they said, "We will go quickly to our homes
and get what monies we can and return and purchase
the merchandise."

21 Nevertheless, there were a few that became
suspicious and believed this man who had spoken up,
and they went to their homes and said nothing, for fear
of being ridiculed by the people.

22 So, each man of the city went to his home and got
what money he had, and many went to the money
lenders and borrowed money so that they could
purchase these jewels.

23 And the merchants sold the jewelry at a very
reasonable price, selling jewels and gold and silver that
was worth $1,000 for $200 to $300.

24 And the transactions were carried out in a hurried
manner, for the merchants were in a great hurry and
they sent messages to the ships continually telling their
families that they would soon be on their way.

25 And the monies were obtained in any fashion that
the people could conceive, and they gave it to the
merchants, and the merchants gave the jewelry, gold,
and silver to the people of the city, and hurriedly
counted their money and thanked them and departed in
their ships.

26 And the people of the city were glad! And that night
they had a great celebration with much merriment and
laughter, for they said, "We have made a good bargain
and now we can sell this fine jewelry and gold and
silver and make ourselves a good profit!"

27 And they made merry and danced and sang.

28 And on the morrow they sent to the next city, a city
close by, where there was a man knowledgeable of the
value of these things, and they sent for him, and he
came and examined the gold, silver and jewels, and said
unto them,

29 "These things you have purchased are of some value,
and are very good imitations, but they are neither gold,
silver, nor precious jewels."

30 And he asked them what they had purchased them
for, and they told him, this and this we did pay for
them, and he said,

31 "Ye have paid ten times what they are worth, for
you have spent your money in vain, for they are good
imitations, but are not the real thing."

32 And the people of the city were angry and sad, and
said, "We will go and retrieve the money that we have
given to these merchants for the merchandise, and
return unto the merchants their imitation jewelry."

33 And they went to follow after them and they found
them not.

34 And the wise man said, "If ye find them ye can do
nothing to them; for they have license to sell, and ye
cannot take them to the law, for the magistrate will
examine their credentials and they will be in order, and
he will say unto you,

35 'These men have license to sell, and they have sold
you merchandise, and ye have paid too much, but ye
should have had the merchandise examined, and ye
would have known that it was not genuine, and would
have paid accordingly; but since ye did this not and
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acted the fool, therefore ye are not wise and deserve to
be swindled, and ye cast that man out who warned you,
therefore ye have your reward. Go from Me ye foolish
and greedy men!™

36 And thus the wise man counseled them.

37 And the men of the city were sad, and they all
returned to their houses and lamented their foolishness,
and said,

38 "If only we had listened to the man who warned us,
for now we have gone into debt, and have only
imitation gold, silver, and jewels for all that we have
paid."

39 And thus ye have the parable of the deceitful
merchants, and what means this parable, and what is
the interpretation thereof?

40 Behold | say unto you, the deceitful merchants are
the heads of My church.

41 The prosperous and well fed people of the city are
the membership of My church, and the man who
questioned the merchants, and who was cast out, the
Prophet | have sent.

42 The wise man from the neighboring city is a man
endowed with the gifts and powers of God to set in
order and cleanse My holy church.

43 And behold | say unto you, that the gold, silver, and
precious jewels promised by these merchants, if they
would have been genuine, are Lives Eternal, even the
Celestial Kingdom of God.

44 But because they promise these things without the
necessary works, their promises are null and void.

45 Behold I the LORD am a just God and reward every
man according to his works, and all who seek to obtain
their salvation without works, receiveth disappointment
and sorrow, even weeping and wailing and gnashing of
teeth.

46 And woe unto those teachers of the gospel who say,
this and this is all that is necessary to enter into Lives
Eternal.

47 Woe unto the leaders of My church who say that all
that is required to enter into Eternal Lives is to be
baptized and receive the Gift of the Holy Ghost, and
after this they must be good members of the church, and
take out their endowments, and be sealed for time and
eternity to one wife, and for this they will be rewarded
with Eternal Lives.

48 That which they say is necessary, but they must also
live many other laws which the leaders of My church
have now forbidden, and because of this they shall not
receive their blessings, worlds without end.

49 For a people who accept the words of false prophets
delight in deceit rather than truth, and have their
reward.

50 For no one can enter Eternal Lives unless they live
all My laws and commandments, and do even the works
of Abraham, Mine ancient servant.

51 For how can they be in the bosom of Abraham if
they heed not My laws?

52 For the people of My church desire the kingdom
without the works, for they are greedy and lustful, and
desire these precious jewels at a bargain price.
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53 And the leaders of My church do say, do thus and
thus and ye shall receive the kingdom, and all is well in
Zion.

54 And My Servant has warned them repeatedly and
said, "Why are ye afraid to question the merchants to be
sure the merchandise is true and pure before you give
up your monies or your souls to the dictates of these
men?"

55 Yea, and there are a few that have commenced to set
their houses in order.

56 But the remainder have not heeded the warning of
the true Prophet who said for them to seek after
revelation in these matters.

57 And the members of My church have belittled My
servant, and scoffed at him, and said, "Why do you
guestion these merchants so, since we know they are
true men of God, and offer these precious jewels, gold
and silver at a fraction of their value? For we will be
able to obtain these great blessings without having to
sacrifice all our sins, for the church leaders have
devised a plan whereby we can obtain these blessings
without going through all the tribulation and sorrow
that may accompany the keeping of all of God's laws
and commandments; why then pay more than what is
required?”

58 And thus the leaders of My church deceive My
people and say, "See we are good men, and have families
awaiting in our ships, and we are in a hurry to be on
our way."

59 And they rush many into accepting the gospel
without their fully having the Spirit in these matters,
but seek only in the gaining of converts, for many are
being baptized without the necessary fruits of
repentance to receive the Gift of the Holy Ghost, and
they receive it not and remain ignorant.

60 And they say, "See our families, how beautiful they
are, and how perfect." But show them not by the Spirit,
for this would expose them for what they are, deceitful
like unto their parents.

61 Their outward appearance beautifully adorned, but
their hearts full of lust and evil.

62 And so they hide them in their ships, and keep their
inward works hidden.

63 Yea, and they fear the tax, for they know that the
tax and tariff that they will have to pay on these goods
would be too great for them to bear before the judgment
bar;

64 And they seek to rid themselves of this gold, silver,
and jewelry that is not true, so that they can return
home;

65 And they seek to exchange it for true and good gold;
and this they do, and take from My people even their
souls.

66 And the man among the merchants who says that he
is knowledgeable of these things, and this is true gold
and silver, and jewelry, is the false prophet among My
people, for he has no such revelation, and his revelation
is from the father of all lies, even the adversary.

67 Yea, and the people of My church rejoice in his
revelation, and in his word, believing that they can
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obtain their salvation at such a cheap price, and they
say,

68 "We will tell others of this good fortune and sell our
merchandise and reap a great profit from it, for will we
not be greatly rewarded for our good deeds by
spreading this good news throughout the world?"

69 And My heart pines and is greatly grieved for the
wickedness of the members of My church, for they heed
the false prophets and ignore the true, and they seek to
pay little for their salvation, but they shall reap what
they sow.

70 And when | sent My Servant and he asked you
saying, "Did ye seek after the LORD in these matters by
revelation?" they answered him and said,

71 "No man can receive revelation except the head of
the church, and we trust him because he is the head of
these merchants, and he is an honest man and is a
prophet, seer, and revelator; and we need no warning
from you, for you are a man, poor, and of no
significance. For are not the merchant's families in their
ships, and would they come with their families to
deceive us?"

72 And thus they mocked him and cast him out, and
heeded not his words.

73 And when My Servant shall come from the next city
to inspect the jewelry, then he shall say, "Show me the
jewels and your works while you were upon the earth."
And they shall say, thus and thus are our works.

74 And he shall say, "Depart from me ye foolish men,
for you have been deceived, and the goods you show are
of some value, and ye shall receive some reward, but
where | dwell ye cannot come, neither are ye able, for
only those who keep all My commandments can reap
the rewards of My servant Abraham who is with Me.

75 For how can ye reap that which ye have not sown?"

76 And when the people of My church find out that
they have sold their souls for naught, behold they will
become angry and say, "Can we not redeem our souls?"

77 But the LORD will say unto them, "Ye cannot
redeem them, for you were warned in many ways by My
true prophet, and you heeded him not, and cast him out,
and listened not unto his warning, and the false
prophets ye heeded are now gone and have received
their reward, and how then can ye redeem your souls?
Behold ye have your reward."

78 And there will be weeping and wailing and
gnashing of teeth.

79 And when the leaders of My church come before Me
and show Me the monies they have received from the
members of My church, behold | say unto you, they
shall show the souls of men they have robbed, and their
sins shall be evident.

80 Ye have the parable of the deceitful merchants
before you, and ye have the interpretation before you,
and ye know that it is true.

81 Therefore, repent even now and heed not the false
prophets longer, but heed those chosen by Me who is
your Savior.

Even so, Amen.

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SECTION 27

Revelations received about 1974
At Vulcan, Alberta, Canada

Behold | say unto you My servant, faith is the quality
that makes all men great.

2 If My servants develop this quality to the utmost there
shall be nothing that they will not be able to
accomplish, even to the moving of mountains, for it was
by this power that worlds were created, and galaxies
and planetary systems came into being.

3 However, the greater faith can influence men for
good, which faith is of greater importance, for the
worth of a soul is of more value than the moving of
mountains.

4 Behold | say unto you, that no wife is of value to a
righteous man unless she is totally dedicated to the
upbuilding of the Kingdom of God, for if she has her
own ambitions, she is a hindrance rather than a blessing
to that man, and it would be well for that man to be rid
of her before he too becomes entangled with her selfish
desires.

5 This can apply to both male and female, but the
woman must be guided by a righteous Priesthood holder
to help her make the right decisions.

SECTION 28

Revelation received about 1974
At Vulcan, Alberta, Canada

Behold | say unto you My servant Leroy, humble thyself
before Me, and repent of all thy sins.

2 For | am God, even the God of Israel who speaketh
through My Servant whom | have chosen; and man
speaketh not these words.

3 For thou hast sinned greatly in that ye have assumed
powers that ye have not, and ye have listened to those
who are wicked men.

4 And ye have led the people to believe that ye have the
fullness of My Priesthood, and that ye can set in order
My house.

5 Behold, | say unto you that this power has not been
given unto you; for | say unto you that it is not within
the power that | have given unto you to instruct or
ordain any man unless he comes to thee for this
purpose.

6 For when | called men by the hand of My servant
John Taylor, they were instructed only to preserve My
doctrine of the New and Everlasting Covenant of
Marriage; and they were expressly forbidden to set up
any form of organization.

7 And as the church as a whole had rejected this
doctrine, it was up to each holder of the Priesthood to
set his own house in order as the revelation | gave unto
My servant John Taylor asserts.
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8 Then a man, after he had received his ordination and
covenants by the hands of the church, could come to
these men that were set aside for this purpose and
receive wives unto themselves as is commanded in My
book the Doctrine and Covenants of the church.

9 And this was the case until the original men who
were given this power were taken.

10 Then came those of vain ambition who sought their
own counsel and set up their own organization,
bringing with it much false doctrine and corruption.

11 Behold, | say unto thee that unless they repent they
shall not find an inheritance in My kingdom.

12 For | say unto you that ye cannot organize
yourselves into wards nor anything like unto them, for
this is one of the functions of My church, for this
authority remains within My church, and ye are not
called to do this, but have been set aside to preserve the
Patriarchal Order of Marriage and the Law of Abraham.

13 And if ye do this, setting your own house in order,
ye shall be preserved and prepared when My house
shall be cleansed.

14 Thus saith the LORD unto My people, which if they
obey they shall be blessed, and if they keep not, My
judgments shall come upon them at a time they think
not.

15 Neither do ye have authority to collect tithes, for ye
have not been given this commission, for this has been
given to the bishops of My church, and all others who
collect tithes in My name shall be cursed, saith the
LORD.

16 And many have sought to use this power for their
own profit; behold, | say unto thee that this is
priestcraft, and whoso profiteth from this in this
manner shall be damned.

17 Beware lest ye be deceived. Hearken unto My voice
which | give unto thee through My servant, for there is
none other voice that speaketh the truth, for all have
gone astray and out of the path.

18 And if ye receive chastisements, it is because of My
love for you, for | do love thee greatly for thy righteous
desires.

19 And thus | make an end of speaking, even your
Savior. Amen.

SECTION 29

Revelation received 1974 or 1975
At Vulcan, Alberta, Canada

Behold My son, for art thou not My son? For did not |
begat thee in the spirit world, and did not I give unto
thee My love, and were ye not nurtured by My side?

2 Ye have asked Me concerning the book called,
Evolution of Man, and in accordance with thy desire |
will tell thee concerning this book.

3 Behold | say unto you, there are many truths
contained in this book, but they are mingled together
with false precepts.



First Published Revelations of The Second Book of Commandments

4 | say unto you, there are many on this earth who die
and enter into the spirit world and in the spirit they
seek out their own kind, and as they have allowed
themselves to be deceived in the flesh, they follow after
the same pattern in the spirit world.

5 They have left this mortal existence, and the same
spirit that they had here has followed them into the
spirit world.

6 For that which they have desired on this earth
continueth with them in the hereafter, and they
continue on in their deceits and lies, following after the
father of lies, even the adversary.

7 For even in the spirit world men have their agency,
for this is not taken from them through time and
throughout all eternity.

8 And in the spirit world they continue on in the same
beliefs that they had in this life, for have I not said that
those that are filthy shall remain filthy still?

9 And those on the earth like the Witch of Endor have
certain knowledge and seek knowledge, but not by Me
saith the LORD, they seek out those spirits who while on
this earth in mortality were deceived, for their minds
are alike.

10 And even as a righteous man is able to receive
revelation from God, even so can an evil man receive
revelation from the adversary; and if he receiveth
revelation from the adversary it shall contain some
truth, nevertheless, it shall contain error also.

11 Behold, man is not alone on this earth, for he is
surrounded by spirits, and when men give up their free
agency through sin, the spirits of the adversary taketh
hold of them, and he binds them with fetters that can be
broken only through the principle of faith on the Lord
Jesus Christ, repentance, and baptism by water and by
fire, for there is no other way.

12 And if he continueth in the faith unto the end, he
shall be saved in My kingdom, saith the LORD.

13 Behold, it saith in this book that the Gods
experimented with life forms and matter.

14 Behold | say unto you, they experiment not, for
there is no experimentation necessary; for all things are
organized according to law, and if the law is obeyed
experimentation is not necessary, for experimentation
taketh place only when laws are not known, and when
laws are known experimentation is not required.

15 | say unto you, that no being is endowed with power
to create unless he hath that power and authority given
him by God.

16 Behold, the adversary desireth this power, but it is
denied him, therefore he desireth to destroy, for he is in
opposition to God.

17 Behold, if ye keep all the commandments, ye shall
receive knowledge upon knowledge until ye shall know
the truth of all things, and become even as the Father.

18 Behold, these doctrines contained in this book
teacheth men not to pray to God, but to himself, and it
bindeth his tongue--which nullifies My word which
saith, "Call upon the Father in the name of the Son, and
it shall be given unto thee by the power of the Holy
Ghost, and by this power ye shall know the truth of all
things."
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19 Say unto My maidservant Hope, that the adversary
deceiveth her and desireth her soul, and leadeth her
upon forbidden paths; and many of the things she has
learned are true, but many are false, and from these
false principles she must repent and turn unto Me, saith
the LORD.

20 Otherwise she will be cast off and not enter into My
kingdom.

Even so, Amen.

SECTION 30

Revelation received about 1975
At Vulcan, Alberta, Canada

In the same way that your grandchildren are yours, so
also are you Eloheim's children.

2 Behold as | said before, there were many great ones
on this earth where | dwelt who kept the law of Celestial
Marriage, but did not follow in the steps of Abraham
who lived all of My commandments.

3 They therefore had the right to raise up spiritual
children because they were worthy, but they can never
be Gods, worlds without end.

4 No man can become an Adam unless he has lived this
law.

5 Only a few have attained to this stature in this life,
and have been sealed by the Holy Spirit of Promise.
Amen.

SECTION 31

Revelation received March 8, 1977
At Vulcan, Alberta, Canada

Behold | say unto you My son, | am God, even the
Eternal Father, and by the atonement of Mine Only
Begotten, even the Savior, thy sins have been washed
clean, even if ye have repented of all thy sins and
humbled thyself before Me.

2 For My name is Jehovah, for | am even the Man of
Holiness, and it is through this order worlds are
organized for the habitation of man.

3 And | command that ye say unto My servant Ogden
that he does err in this matter, for he does believe that
Adam, who is Michael the mighty Archangel, is the
father of the Savior's physical body.

4 Behold | say unto you, that this is not correct, for My
servant Adam, who was Michael, has not yet taken up
his body that he laid aside, and he shall not do so until
the Holy Ghost shall be taken from the earth.

5 For as the Holy Ghost can He not be the Comforter
and the Spirit of Truth to bless and encourage His
children?
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6 Behold, it was because of His protecting shield that
encompassed Mary that she was able to withstand My
presence.

7 For besides His presence at this event, there was no
one to witness what had been done, and for this reason
only He could bear witness to John the Baptist at the
time of His baptism.

8 And thus as the Testator He bears witness to the
children of men that the Savior is indeed My Son.

9 And when He taketh up His body again, He shall
gather His righteous children in the valley of
Adam-Ondi-Ahman, and they will look upon Him and
acknowledge that He is Adam, and they will
acknowledge that He is the Father, and they shall bow
down and worship Him.

10 And One shall appear with Him who is like unto the
Son of Man, who is full of grace and truth, who was
Michael's firstborn in the spirit; and the Kingdom shall
be given unto Him that He may rule the earth a
thousand years in righteousness.

11 Behold, ye have asked concerning the spirits, and
how they act upon those who are living.

12 Behold | say unto you, that those evil spirits (who
followed after the adversary in the beginning because of
their rebellion) were denied bodies-- behold they
continually look for a body to inhabit, and those who
choose evil instead of good are their prey.

13 For by their actions they invite these evil spirits in to
take possession of their bodies, and cause them to
commit the most heinous crimes.

14 Also those who have lived and have passed on and
who are again in the spirit world and who have been
wicked while upon this earth can also enter into and
duplicate the sins they themselves did while in the flesh,
and thus sin is perpetuated from generation to
generation.

I5 But | say unto you, it is likewise the case with the
righteous, for the righteous spirits can enter in and
influence man for good and their good works can be
emulated through others.

16 But in this there can be no coercion and all must be
done in accordance with the free agency of man.

17 Behold | say unto you My servant Ogden, give heed
unto the words of your Savior, even Jesus Christ, and
seek no longer your own counsel, for ye are like unto
My servant Oliver Cowdery, for ye do seek Me to a
point, but then ye withdraw, for ye fear My word that it
may say unto you things that are contrary to what ye
have conceived in your mind to be correct.

18 For ye have taken the words and interpretations of
man and have mixed them with My gospel, and ye have
created an image that is not correct in My sight, for it is
out of order.

19 And thus men have done from the beginning, and ye
have the religions of the world which cry, "lo here" and
“lo there", having a form of godliness, but having no
power and authority from Me.

20 And none of these edifices that men create shall
stand at the last day, for they are not in accordance with
My word.
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21 For only through that rock which is the foundation
of My church in all ages can man receive the truth.

22 And | choose whom | shall make My spokesmen, for
man chooseth not this gift, but it is given by the spirit of
truth, who is the Comforter, even the Holy Ghost.

23 And many become angry when they find this gift
has been denied them because of their pride and
self-righteousness.

24 And even though they have heaped upon them great
honors by the hands of men, they receive this gift only
upon the basis of righteousness.

25 Because of this they seek to hide their iniquity and
endeavor to appear to men as having great humility and
righteousness, and in this manner they deceive many,
and cause many to err.

26 And they accept titles of Prophet, Seer and Revelator
from the children of men, and pretend they have these
gifts.

27 And again they deceive many and cause many to
honor them and exalt them above the heavens.

28 Behold | say unto you, their towers shall be hewn
down and their deceit blasted and exposed.

29 They shall not be able to hide their shame, for it
shall be exposed for all to see, and their reward shall be
contempt and wormwood.

30 And there are but few in this world who seek after
Me, for all seek after their own images and set up their
own gods.

31 And | say unto My servant Ogden that he humble
himself before Me and receive instruction and assist My
Servant in all things in the printing and the distributing
of My word received through My Servant whom | have
chosen.

32 And if he do this, he shall not lose his reward
neither for time nor throughout all eternity.

33 And ye shall no longer hold in contempt the word of
My servant, for the doctrine which he teacheth is
correct and there is no error in it.

34 And if ye call upon Me with a sincere heart | will
manifest the truth of it unto you, and ye shall know of a
surety that | have again called a prophet and revelator
to restore the truth that men have so shortly corrupted.
35 And when the books are opened and the sealed
portions of the Book of Mormon are brought forth all
shall agree one with another; for truth disagreeth not
with itself, whether it be written by a Lamanite, Gentile
or a Jew, it mattereth not.

36 And behold, it shall come to pass that they who will
reject My word | have spoken through My servant, their
minds shall become confused and they shall seek here
and there for truth but shall not find it.

37 And they shall look to the scriptures and because
they have not the Holy Ghost, there shall be conflicting
views and contention.

38 And strife shall be great to the one lifting up his
hand in anger against those who believe not like
unto himself, and thus the wicked shall destroy the
wicked.

39 And | say unto My handmaid Anne, that she also
humble herself and seek guidance from Me, even her
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Savior, and assist My servant Ogden in the printing and
distributing of this work.
Even so, Amen

SECTION 32

Revelation received June 7, 1977
At Vulcan, Alberta, Canada

Behold | say unto you My son, for are ye not one of
Michael's sons pertaining to the spirit? And through
adoption are ye not one of My sons?

2 For are not all those who take upon themselves My
name My sons and daughters?

3 Yea, and ye were chosen even before you were born
and set part as a prophet unto My people as | set apart
others in the same manner.

4 And ye have fulfilled much of what | have
commanded, but ye have not fulfilled all, and ye stand
under condemnation until ye repent of your unbelief
concerning the matter.

5 For ye say unto yourself that ye are not capable of
performing the things | have commanded because of
your weaknesses of body and manner of birth.

6 And ye shall repent of this even now, and take upon
you the yoke that has been placed upon you and
procrastinate no longer in the performance of your
duties.

7 And if ye are faithful, ye shall receive even a
helpmeet as ye have asked, and she shall be of the pure
blood of Israel, and not of the heathen and unbelievers
that pollute My footstool.

8 And ye shall make no effort to search for her, for
when the time comes she shall recognize thee and ye
shall recognize her, and she shall be a comfort to thee
and shall accept all truth.

9 And ye shall say unto My maidservant Anne
concerning her question, that she understandeth not the
nature of Heaven and its economy, and she has been led
astray by false notions and concepts.

10 Behold, she has been led to believe that Adam is the
Father of Jesus Christ in the flesh.

11 Behold | say unto you, that this is error, for nowhere
in the scriptures have | taught in this manner.

12 And if this were so, it would make God a liar, for
have | not said that | am Jehovah, even the Word, even
Alpha and Omega?

13 And it is after this order of Priesthood that worlds
are organized and brought into existence.

14 And on each earth that is created or organized in
this manner there is placed an Adam and Eve who
transgress the law that they may clothe their spiritual
children with physical bodies.

15 And when they become mortal and partake of the
forbidden fruit, blood again flows in their veins and
they again become subject to death.

16 And as Adam and Eve they beget physical children
like unto themselves, that they might provide a means
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whereby they can clothe their spiritual children with a
physical body.

17 And behold, ye have record that Adam and Eve bore
Cain, Abel, Seth and their wives, and your records show
that they bore other children besides these and thus they
populated the earth.

18 Therefore did not Adam bear sons and daughters in
the flesh and are ye not his descendants?

19 How then can ye say that he was also the Father of
Jesus Christ? For have | not said that He is the Only
Begotten of the Father in the flesh, full of grace and
truth?

20 Therefore ye have made My word a lie, for Adam
had many children in the flesh even after he came out
from this Celestial home which ye call the Garden of
Eden.

21 And if he was also the Father of Jesus Christ in the
flesh, how then could he be his only begotten?

22 Behold | say unto you, that ye also imply by this
doctrine that in order to become an Adam of a world ye
must be a Savior of a previous earth, for ye say in your
reasoning that Michael or Adam was such a Savior.

23 Behold I say unto you, this also is error, for this also
makes My words lies, for | promised Abraham and
others who have been faithful that they shall inherit
Eternal Lives, and their Posterity shall be as the sands of
the seashore, and have not | stated that they shall
become as Gods, able to bring into being spirit children?

24 For their firstborn in the spirit shall be the heir, and
when they are fully prepared, an earth will be prepared
for these children; and Eloheim, who was the Adam of
this earth, shall say unto Jehovah, who was the Savior of
this earth: "Go! Take Michael, etc. who was like unto
My servant Abraham and create an abode so that the
spirit children Michael has brought forth will be able to
progress and receive a mortal body and become like
unto us. "

25 Behold | say unto you, there is no other way. And
Michael who was like unto Abraham shall come down
and become Adam.

26 And this doctrine have | taught to My servants
through Joseph Smith; and nowhere have | stated that in
order to become an Adam one must be a Savior of a
previous earth.

27 For if this were the case, My promise to My servant
Abraham and others would be null and void, for they
were not the Savior of this world, for they suffered not
for the sins of My people.

28 Behold | say unto you, My servant Joseph Smith
explained this doctrine clearly, but who has
understood?

29 And there are those who have imagined vain things
concerning this matter, not having the spirit but rather
having a spirit of speculation.

30 And there have been many books written on this
matter which contain much truth, but which are
mingled with the thoughts and ideas of men.

31 For men continually disregard Mine instructions,
for have | not said unto them many times that they
should seek not after these things through speculation,
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but must receive this knowledge by revelation from Me?
For I lie not.

32 And | speak to all those that seek after Me with a
sincere heart and a contrite spirit, for none other gifts
are acceptable.

33 Behold | say unto you, there are many who come to
Me desiring a confirmation of something they have
already conceived in their mind to be true, and their
minds are set upon this belief, and they receive a
confirmation, but not of Me.

34 And they go their stiffnecked ways, and they go
from error to error until they are led carefully down to
hell.

35 Behold | say unto you, ye see a man, and he appears
unto you as an ordinary person, and ye say,

36 "This ordinary person cannot be a prophet of God,
for he appears unto us as someone who is ordinary, and
there is no eloquence flowing from his mouth, neither is
there a fierceness coming from his eye, and he is neither
poor nor rich, neither is he a politician nor a great
leader among men.

37 For surely if he were a prophet he must be
distinguished from others by his appearance and
manner, then we would know for a surety.

38 But here we see a man who is ordinary and common
among us, therefore we cannot accept him as a prophet.
39 Behold, | take those who are esteemed as naught and
they shall become My spokesmen, and their eye shall be
fierce and their tongue shall be as a flame of fire, but
the wicked hear it not, for only in the heart of the
righteous shall it burn.

40 And from this comes the saying, "They have eyes but
cannot see, and they have ears but they cannot hear."
Even so, Amen.

SECTION 33

Revelation received July 29, 1978
At Vulcan, Alberta, Canada

Behold My son, ye shall take pen in hand and write that
which | shall impress upon thy mind.

2 For it is by this means Gods speak to each other, and
it is the more pure form of speech, and it is endowed
upon men only when they are ready to receive these
instructions by the living of the commandments and the
reception of the Holy Ghost.

3 Behold, ye have asked concerning the Sabbath day,
and behold, | will reiterate the commandments that
were formerly given unto My saints.

4 Behold, as the earth was created in the six periods of
time called days, so shall man work the six days and
earn his bread by the sweat of his brow.

5 As on the seventh day God rested from his work, so
also on the seventh ye shall rest from all work, even all
your family and those under your jurisdiction, even all
your servants and employees, and all under your
authority ye shall cause them to rest.
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6 Nevertheless, essential services must be maintained,
and the wants of the feeble, sick, widow and orphan
must be heeded.

7 And this law has never been changed and the day ye
call Saturday is the seventh day, and on this day ye shall
rest and refrain from all unnecessary labor and work.

8 And behold, on the first day of the week, even the day
ye call Sunday, ye shall meet together and call upon the
LORD and perform your oblations to the Most High.

9 And on this day ye shall hold your solemn assemblies
and your solemn meetings and your Sunday schools and
your holy meetings unto Me, for this is the LORD's Day.

10 For on this day He rose from the dead and ascended
into the heavens.

11 This is the new commandment | promised unto you,
and ye heeded it not, for ye have kept the LORD's Day
but ye have not kept the Sabbath holy, for this is the day
of rest.

12 And this has not been taught to My people, for ye
had thought the LORD's Day substituted also for the
Sabbath, but such is not the case, and from this time
forth all must heed this commandment or they shall be
cut off from My people.

13 Ye have also asked Me concerning My servant Gene.
Behold | say unto thee, he has come before Me from
time to time in great faith, and | have spoken unto him
from time to time giving him guidance as he is able to
receive it through the power of the Holy Ghost.

14 And ye have asked if ye are to associate yourself
with him, and become associated with him in a business
sense.

15 And behold | say unto you, ye shall join with him
only as much as both of you keep the laws of the United
Order, and join in a covenant to assist each other, and
place all monies received in a joint account that will
enable you to build up My kingdom,; for it is considered
My kingdom when My laws are kept.

16 And what you do now even is your stewardship, and
ye shall dedicate and consecrate and set aside all these
properties unto Me that | may again have a place to
dwell upon the earth.

17 For all that once was dedicated unto Me is now
polluted but shall be redeemed in Mine own due time.

Even so, Amen.

SECTION 34

Revelation received 1978 or 1979
At Vulcan, Alberta, Canada

Behold I say unto you My son, | have called My children
and they heed Me not, each man going his own way,
each to his own field, thinking they know more than
their LORD.

2 There is none, no not one, who doeth as | have
commanded, yet they continually call upon Me for more
revelation.

3 Behold, | will give unto them revelation upon
revelation to their cursing.
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4 They neither know nor understand nor desire to do
My will.

5 Thus the ancient prophets and kings knew not the
laws of health and ate that which was abominable,
notwithstanding the law of Moses, and thus polluted
their own bodies.

SECTION 35

Revelation received March 13-17, 1979
At Vulcan, Alberta, Canada

Thus saith the LORD unto My Servant . Inasmuch as ye
have come before Me in humility and fasting, behold |
come unto thee as a still small voice by which ye shall
receive instruction and guidance.

2 And inasmuch as ye have striven diligently to go to
the United States as | have commanded you, and ye have
been prevented from doing so by the laws of the land, |
have not chastised you concerning this matter.

8 And say unto those who have listened to My voice:
Thus saith the Lord your God, heed My words which
have been written both by the prophets of olden time
and those that have been sent in these the last days.

9 For ye have been prophesied of by them, for are ye
not the leaven that starteth as a small thing and
spreadeth throughout the whole that the whole must
needs be benefited thereby?

10 Behold | say unto you, ye have been chosen for a
great work, for the proper order of family must needs
be restored.

11 For this is the beginning of the setting in order of
My house, for without this order in My house there is
no power, and ye will not be able to accomplish My
commandment to raise up a righteous generation unto
Me.
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12 For no man can both serve Me and the woman, for
the woman will place upon men impossible burdens
that taketh away his honor and Priesthood.

13 Therefore he must free himself from the dictates of
the woman and be subject unto Me, saith the LORD.

14 And the woman must be subject unto the man even
as the man is subject unto Me.

15 And the children must be subject unto the woman
even as she is subject unto the man, that there be order
in My house saith the LORD.

16 And even as | show great lovingkindness unto the
man and lead him into paths of righteousness,
chastising at times when he doth err and then showing
great mercy at his strivings and repentance, even so
must a man do likewise with his wife, showing great
mercy and love for her at all times, teaching her with
kindness and forgiveness.

17 Likewise must the wife teach the children the gospel
at an early age, that by the time they are eight years old
they will comprehend fully the responsibility.

18 For few of this age that are now being baptized into
My church have knowledge of what they are doing, and
therefore baptism availeth nothing, for they have even
corrupted this most sacred doctrine.

19 And ye have asked Me concerning the distribution
of the revelations ye have received--how this shall be
done.

20 Behold | say unto you, ye shall obtain current
directories of each ward and stake and send through the
mails to each individual therein, that none may have an
excuse at the last day.

21 And ye have asked Me whether it be appropriate to
place these writings in parking lots of the various
wards.

22 | say unto you, that this is not acceptable unto Me,
for many will be destroyed and trodden under feet and
wasted.

23 And ye have also asked Me whether it will be
desirable to publish the revelations in the newspapers of
the land.

24 Behold | say unto you, in some areas this will be
acceptable and in others areas it would not be
acceptable.

25 When there be large concentrations of the members
of My church, such would be profitable, however where
there are but few members, it would be wise to use the
mails.

26 And ye shall be guided by the Spirit in this matter.

27 And | say unto you concerning the copy of the
revelation ye have received that has been said to have
been written by the head of My church, even Spencer
W. Kimball.

28 Behold ye shall not publish it nor print it for
distribution, for this is wisdom in Me.

29 But ye shall have one of you write unto the
President of My church asking confirmation that the
writing is the one truly written by President Kimball.

30 Then after ye receive this confirmation, | shall give
you further instruction and guidance in this matter, that
all things may be done in order.
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31 For the head of My church hath truly received
revelations concerning this matter, but not of Me saith
the Lord your God. And thus he hath received a
revelation of the adversary.

32 And when the people of My church find out that
they have been deceived, they shall be angry and gnash
their teeth, and some shall even seek their lives.

33 For these are they who chose the easy way, thinking
that they would be able to inherit the Kingdom without
works, and they shall seek the Kingdom and find it not.

34 And thus ye have received instruction through a
prophet chosen by Me saith the LORD, and not chosen
by men--even My Servant .

35 And those of you who have accepted My word,
behold, ye shall prepare these works as | have
commanded in this revelation, using your own wisdom
in many instances, seeking the Spirit; for it is not wise
that ye should be commanded in every detail.

36 And ye shall heed the words spoken through My
Servant and prepare for greater works that are yet to
come.

37 And ye shall seek confirmation of these things by
the Spirit, even by fasting and prayer--and be not
deceived by the adversary, for he will endeavor to
burden you with cares, that perchance ye will be
prevented from accomplishing that which hath been
commanded you.

38 For you were chosen before the foundation of the
world to accomplish this work at this time.

39 For ye know not what manner of men ye are, but
when ye have prepared yourselves, ye shall know.

40 And | say unto My servant Curtis, be not
discouraged nor doubtful of My servant, for he is truly a
prophet sent from the Father, and ye have received
confirmation that this is so-- therefore doubt not.

41 For | am well pleased with thee; and the righteous
desires of thy heart are continually before My face.

42 And if ye heed the counsel contained in this
revelation, thy testimony shall become unshakable and
ye shall become a pillar of strength and a power for
good wherever ye shall be called.

43 And your tongue shall be loosed, and ye shall be a
spokesman for My Servant and influence many to
repent and humble themselves before Me, saith the Lord
your God.

44 And unto My servant Joseph, | say unto you,
burdens have been placed upon you to teach thee
wisdom.

45 Behold, ye shall heed the words of the counsel
contained in this revelation, and if ye do this, strength
shall be given unto thee that ye will be able to
accomplish great things in My name, even things that
will bring much righteousness and prepare a people for
My coming.

46 And unto My servant Wayne, | say unto you, | have
heard thy prayers and lamentations and | have seen thy
works and sacrifices, and | say unto you, ye shall not
lose thy reward.

47 Nevertheless, thou art in much need of repentance,
for thou dost heed thine own counsel and not Mine,
saith the LORD.
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48 For it must needs be that ye search and take up on
yourself another wife, that ye may raise up unto Me a
righteous generation--and ye shall heed the words
contained in this revelation, and all other revelations
concerning this matter.

49 And ye shall seek out of the best books, and you
shall design and construct various homes, patterned
after spiritual laws, that may house My Saints in these
last days.

50 Behold, | speak of troubles in the world and famine
and pestilences and fires and pillars of smoke--and the
time of trouble shall commence from this time forth and
shall not recede until all that has been prophesied shall
be fulfilled.

Even so, Amen.

Behold | say unto you My servant, you have asked Me
concerning the doctrine of reincarnation, wherein it is
claimed that the spirit of man over a period of many
years enters into, through the process of birth, many
bodies and receives many experiences.

16 Behold | see darkness upon all the face of the land,
and few there are that have prepared themselves to
receive the fullness of My gospel.

17 Nevertheless, there shall be sufficient to be a leaven.

18 And behold | say unto you, | am about to pour out
My wrath upon this people, yea, even by famine and
pestilence and fire and great tribulation, like has never
before been upon the face of the earth.

19 And only those who receive revelation from Me, and
who are guided to the places of refuge which | will set
up for the righteous sake, will escape.

20 Behold, six years will not pass away before great
tribulations will begin to fall upon the children of men,
and the hearts of men will fail, for they place their faith
in the arm of flesh, which faileth.

21 For great wonders ye have seen both in heaven and
earth, and ye esteem them as a common thing.

22 Nevertheless, ye shall see greater wonders than
these, and powers that shall shake mightily the earth.
